To determine the association of outbreaks caused
by nonpasteurized dairy products with state laws regarding sale of these
products, we reviewed dairy-associated outbreaks during 1993-2006. We found
121 outbreaks for which the product’s pasteurization status was known; among
these, 73 (60%) involved nonpasteurized products and resulted in 1,571 cases,
202 hospitalizations, and 2 deaths.
