(2017:01) distributed on January 24, 2017 was unfortunately not updated in the online
manual or within the pages that were distributed. As such, this page has now been
updated with the revised content:

“Children receiving these vaccines post-treatment who are eligible for an age-
scheduled dose of that antigen within a year should be vaccinated when they
present and will not require the age-scheduled dose. The exception to this is if
the post-treatment dose was given prior to the minimum age (e.g., school entry
booster dose of DTaP-IPV administered prior to 4 years of age).”
