The BC Surgical Patient Registry is a provincial system that collects information about patients waiting for and
receiving surgery in British Columbia. The purpose of the program is to provide more accurate and complete
information for surgeons, hospitals and the Ministry of Health Services to improve surgical services for the
people of BC. The BC Surgical Patient Registry is a joint program of the regional health authorities, the
Provincial Health Services Authority (PHSA) and the Ministry of Health Services, and is managed by the PHSA.

The majority of Data for the Surgical Patient Registry is automatically received from the OR booking Systems
in each health authority. Patient priority for sugery is identified through the specialty specific patient
condition and diagnosis descriptions that are submitted by the Surgeon on the OR booking form.
