Where they are not obtainable, it can be sent by Express Money 
Order, Registered Letter, or Draft on New York. For small amounts, postage 
stamps will be acceptable. 

When the Remittance is not sufficient to pay for the quantity of seeds 
ordered, we will reduce the quantity to correspond with the remittance. 

Errors. All possible precautions are taken to avoid their occurrence. Notify us at once if your order is not 
properly filled, and we will promptly make the necessary corrections. 

Substitutions. As the season advances, some stocks of seeds are exhausted, so tt is advisable when late orders 

are sent to name a few substitutes. We make substitution only when requested to do so, sending varieties that 
will as fully cover the indicated wants as our stock will permit. If not so mstructed, the remittance will be re- 

funded. 

Parcel Post. Seeds and bulbs can be sent by parcel post at special rates up to 8 ounces; in excess of 8 
ounces at the same rates as general merchandise. See inclosed table of parcel-post rates for all zones. 

Express Rates. Seeds, bulbs, and plants are now entitled to special rates, which are considerably lower 
than rates on general merchandise. Where quick delivery is desired, we advise, unless goods are too bulky, 
to have shipments go forward by express. 4 

Shipments by Freight. Seeds in bulk, implements, and other heavy goods are shipped by freight, and unless 
there is a freight agent at point of destination, the freight must be prepaid, the purchaser advancing the same, 
unless otherwise arranged. Our facilities for shipping to pomts south of Pittsburgh on the Ohio River and connect- 
ing streams are excellent, steamers plying daily between this and southern points.

Beans should not be planted before the ground becomes light and warm, in favorable sea- 
sons usually about the first of May. The soil should be rich and mellow, and the seeds scat- 
tered about 3 inches apart in drills 2 to 214 feet apart and covered about 2 inches deep. 
Successive sowings, made at intervals of abut two weeks until the middle of July, will give 
a plentiful supply of Beans throughout the season. One quart of seed will sow 100 feet of drill.

All smooth-seeded Peas may be planted as early in the spring as the soil can be pre- 

pared for them, being very hardy. Sow for the first crop as early as practicable, and 
for succession at intervals of about two weeks until June. Late sowings, however, do 
not yield so well as early ones. Sow in drills about 2 to 3 inches deep, and from 2 to 4 
feet apart, according to variety, taller sorts requiring more room than dwarf ones. 
Dwarf Peas require a very rich soil, while taller ones thrive best in rather thin ground. 
The latter are frequently sown in double rows, with the brush, or support of some 
kind between them. Wrinkled Peas are not so hardy as the smooth sorts, and should 
not be sown quite so early, but are superior to them in quality, more delicate in flavor, 
and remain longer in season. One quart of seed will plant about 100 feet of drill.

Celery can be grown in any garden soil, but the finest is produced in 

deep, mellow bottom land. Seed for early crops should be sown in 
hotbeds about March 15. The plants may be either thinned to give 
them room to grow, or transplanted to another bed to grow until it 
is time to plant them in the open ground. For main crop, seed should be 
sown in the open air as soon as the soil and air are warm enough. 
They should be covered lightly, and firmly pressed into the earth with a 
board, if the soil is fine and mellow. The seed-bed must be kept free 

from weeds, and well watered in dry weather. When the plants are 
large enough, transplant them to shallow trenches or furrows, from 
4 to 6 feet apart, according to the variety grown, setting the plants 6 
inches apart in the rows and pressing the soil firmly around them. 
Blanching consists of drawing earth up to the stalks at intervals of 
about two weeks, until all but the tops of the plants are covered. Celery 
may be kept for winter use in pots or cellars, or in deep, narrow trenches, 
in a dry situation; the latter must be covered with boards, with sufh- 
cient soil and manure on top to keep out the frost, leaving openings at 
short distances for ventilation in mild weather. An ounce of seed will 
produce about 2,000 plants.

Explanation of Abbreviations Used in the Descriptions

house, the combining of the two methods being advisable, thereby 
prov iding for a succession of plantings if both sowings prosper. Seed 
sown under glass will also produce earlier-blooming plants than seed 
sown outdoors. The soil should be rather light and rich, and for 
outdoor sowing it must be thoroughly dug up, well raked and leveled. 
The coarser seeds are to be covered to once or twice their thickness, 
while very fine seeds are to be merely pressed into the soil. All sowing 
should be firmed with a board or the h: and, as this hastens the ger- 
mination of the seed as well as promoting its regularity. For indoor 
sowing, use shallow boxes of several inches in depth, and of a size 
to suit. Careful attention Is required as soon as the seed is sprouted 
that seedlings may not suffer for lack of moisture, and of air if 
grown indoors.
