The Computer Science minor is generally not available to students outside the Faculty of Mathematics because it includes
several restricted courses. Students inside the Faculty of Mathematics may need to register as a Computer Science major
for one or more terms to complete the Computer Science minor.

Students are encouraged to consider the Computing minor as an alternative to the Computer Science minor.
