Details of Work-Related Injuries and llinesses

e 0f 1,000 total injuries reported by workers in the
Manufacturing industry, 800 injuries resulted in
the worker missing workdays or working with
restrictions.

e  Sprains, strains, or tears were the most common
injury nature described (29.3%).

e  Parts of the arm or hand (41.4%) were the most
common body part injured.

e (Contact with objects or equipment was the most
common injury event (37.9%), although
overexertion and bodily reaction (34.5%) was
also a common injury event.

Number of Work-Related Fatalities

The Manufacturing industry reported 1 work-related
fatality in 2022.* There have been 4 work-related fatalities
in this industry in the past 5 years.
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
