I.  BACKGROUND

1. During its Seventieth session held in September 2015, the United Nations General Assembly
adopted “Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”. This Agenda is a plan
of action for people, the planet and prosperity and is composed of 17 Sustainable Development Goals and
169 targets.!

2. The Aichi Biodiversity Targets and the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and targets are
highly complementary. SDGs 14 and 15 address marine and terrestrial biodiversity respectively while
biodiversity considerations are reflected in many other targets across the SDGs. Annex | illustrates these
different linkages in more detail. Given the close linkages between the Aichi Biodiversity Targets and the
Sustainable Development Goals and targets, progress towards these commitments has the potential to be
mutually supportive.
