
 

How to update your 
application online 

when you move to a new state 

When you move to a new state, your coverage options will change. You 
may no longer be eligible for your current plan. New plans, prices, and 
savings may also be available to you. 

It’s very important to report your move as soon as possible. This way, you 
won’t have a break in coverage and can enroll in a plan you’re eligible for 
in your new state. 



 

  

 

 

 

STEP 1 Log into your Marketplace 
account. 

Apply or Renew 

Find your state’s website 

Select the year you want 
coverage for and your new 
state. 

• If your new state is listed: 
Select Apply or Renew to 
start a new application.

• If your new state isn’t 
listed: Select Find Your 
State’s Website. You’ll be 
taken to a new page. Locate 
your new state to apply 
through its website.

After you finish your 
application, you’ll see plans 
and prices available to you. 

STEP 2 

After you confirm the coverage in your new state has started, 
you’ll need to end your current coverage in your former state.
