This Action Plan will be used by the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA) to distribute and use $91,323,273.28
through the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP), which the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) is providing to
the State of Texas. The NSP funds were authorized by the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA) as an adjunct to the
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program for the redevelopment of abandoned and foreclosed homes and residential properties.
Texas NSP funding is available to eligible entities operating in counties meeting the threshold of greatest need. A multi-level approach will be
used in the distribution of funds to communities. The first level, Direct Allocation, is a reservation of a specified amount available to eligible
entities in 25 counties identified as having the highest order of significant need. The second level, Select Pool, is an initial competitive
allocation of not less than $500,000, available to entities in up to 76 additional counties which have also been identified as demonstrating
significant need. In addition, a separate pool of Texas NSP funds is available for land banking activities.

Distribution and and Uses of Funds:

NSP activities will include the establishment of financing mechanisms for purchase and redevelopment of foreclosed homes and residential
properties, purchase and rehabilitation of homes and residential properties that have been abandoned or foreclosed, establishment of land
bank/trusts, removal of blight, and the redevelopment of demolished or vacant properties.
