Our‌ ‌teams‌ ‌continue‌ ‌to‌ ‌focus‌ ‌on‌ ‌finding‌ ‌and‌ ‌removing‌ ‌deceptive‌ ‌campaigns‌ ‌around‌ ‌the‌ ‌world‌ ‌—‌‌
