Aesculus californica, “California Buckeye,” in gal. cans, 9 to

Ceanothus, “California Wild Lilac.” The Ceanothus is among
the most desirable of our native shrubs and particularly useful for plant-
ing in dry places. The following are some of the most beautiful species

:

Ceanothus arboreus. Large shrub or small tree. The finest of all

the Ceanothi. Flowers in immense trusses, deep blue. In 4 inch pots,
10 to 15 inches, each, 50c.

Ceanothus divaricatus. Glaucous foliage, large trusses of pale
blue flowers. In qt. cans, 8 to 12 in., each, 35c.

Ceanothus integerrimus. A tall branching shrub from the pine
belt. Flowers white, in large trusses. In 4 inch pots, 5 to 8 inches,
each, 25c.

Ceanothus metacarpus. Thick leathery dark green foliage, white
flowers.

Ceanothus oliganthus. Foliage somewhat hairy, stems reddish
brown; large trusses of deep purplish blue flowers.

Oenothera biennis hirsutissima, “Yellow Evening Primrose.”

Pentstemon centranthifolius, “Scarlet Bugler.” Glaucous foli-
