The main
objective of the AWHF is to address the challenges faced by African
States Parties in the implementation of the 1972 World Heritage
Convention, specifically, the underrepresentation of African sites on the
World Heritage List and the insufficient conservation and management
of these sites. The Fund became a Category Il Centre under the auspic-
es of UNESCO in 2010 hence, an official partner of the UNESCQ'’s World
Heritage Centre. The Fund is hosted by the South African government
on behalf of the African continent.

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1.1 New African sites inscribed on
the World Heritage list

Through its upstream support programme, the AWHF
provided technical support and expert advice through-
out various steps of the development of the World Heri-
tage nomination process which led to the inscription of
two African properties on the World Heritage List. At
the Extended 44th Session of the World Heritage Com-
mittee session held in Fuzhou (China)/Online, in July
2021, the AWHF supported technical actions for the
inscription of the Sudanese Style Mosques in Northern
Cote d'lvoire and Ivindo National Park in Gabon on the
UNESCO World Heritage List. Both properties have
outstanding testimonies respectively of earthen archi-
tecture and bio-ecological diversity in Africa. AWHF
congratulates the State Parties of Cote d'lvoire and
Gabon for their effort towards successful inscription of
the two sites on the World Heritage List. The successful
outcome of this nomination also results from the joint
efforts from the African World Heritage Committee
members (Egypt, Ethiopia, Mali, Nigeria, South Africa,
Uganda), the UNESCO World Heritage Centre and the
Advisory Bodies (ICCROM, ICOMOS and IUCN).

1.1 Nouveaux Sites Africains Inscrits
Sur La Liste Du Patrimoine Mondial

Grace a son programme de soutien en amont, '’AWHF a
fourni un soutien technique et des conseils d'experts
tout au long des différentes étapes de I'élaboration du
processus de proposition d'inscription au patrimoine
mondial qui a conduit a l'inscription de deux biens afric-
ains sur la Liste du patrimoine mondial.

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1.2 World Heritage
Nomination Training
Workshop, Tanzania

The World Heritage Nomination training workshop took
place in Dar-es-Salaam, Tanzania, from 2nd to 14th
December 2021. The workshop was organized in part-
nership with the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Tourism (MNRT) of Tanzania. The workshop aimed at
strengthening the skills of African cultural and natural
heritage professionals to develop quality nomination
dossiers and enhance the protection and conservation
of World Heritage properties in Africa.

The workshop brought together twenty (20) partici-
pants working on 7 nomination dossiers namely:
Geometric Rock Art in the Lake Victoria Region (Ugan-
da, Tanzania, Kenya); the Historical City of Gedi
(Kenya); Holga Sof Umar: Natural and Cultural Heritage
(Ethiopia); the Central Slave and Ivory Trade Route
(Tanzania); Eastern Arc Mountains Forests of Tanzania
(Tanzania); Quirimbas Archipelago (Mozambique);
National Park (Rwanda); and, Tiwai-Gola Complex

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1.3.3 Expert Meeting on
Sites of Memory and the
World Heritage Convention
in Africa

Building on the conclusions of the expert meetings
organized by the World Heritage Centre in December
2019 and April 2020, an Expert Meeting on Sites of
Memory and the World Heritage Convention in Africa
was organized virtually from 6th to 9th April 2021 by
DSAC and AWHF in partnership with DFFE. The meeting
brought together 80 experts from different State
Parties and backgrounds across the continent, includ-
ing academics, heritage professionals and government
officials. The meeting concluded that sites associated
to memories of recent conflict do relate to the purpose
and scope of the World Heritage Convention and that of
the Operational Guidelines. The Operational Guidelines
should therefore be revised to accommodate this cate-
gory of properties as well as Capacity building for
heritage professionals on sites associated with the
memory of recent conflicts in Africa. The recommen-
dations were endorsed by the African Ministers in
charge of heritage participating in the virtual meeting.

1.3.3 Réunion d'experts sur

The purpose was to address the challenges in
defining modern heritage of Africa and raise awareness
about the potential of this often-marginalized heritage
to contribute towards sustainability and Africa's repre-
sentation on the UNESCO World Heritage List.

The symposium produced the Cape Town Document on
Modern Heritage which was endorsed by the 46
heritage professionals and academics who presented
at the event and the other 205 participants who attend-
ed the various sessions of the symposium. The
proceedings of the symposium have been published.

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2.1. Conservation And
Management Of World
Heritage Sites In Africa

Every year, the AWHF provide Conservation Grants to
assist African State Parties to improve the conservation
and management of World Heritage properties. During
the reporting period, eleven State Parties, Cape Verde,
Cote d'lvoire, Mali, Namibia, Niger, Nigeria Tanzania,
Togo, Uganda, Zambia and Zimbabwe were awarded
grants to implemented project activities at World Heri-
tage properties.

2.1.1 Conserving Koutam-
makou, the Land of the
Batammariba, Togo

Koutammakou, the land of the Batammariba World Heri-
tage Site is the only Togolese property inscribed on the
World Heritage List. It is threatened by modern urban
developments that has not considered the local archi-
tecture and housing styles. The AWHF provided grants
to the Directorate of Cultural Heritage (DPC) for aware-
ness raising activities targeting Government officials
for the safeguarding of the property. The workshop was
held in November 2020 in Kara, Togo, and gathered 19
executives of public administration. Among outreach
engagements, the project produced brochures and
media briefs to reach the wider audience.

2.1. Conservation Et Ges-

Latelier s'est
tenu en novembre 2020 a Kara, au Togo, et a réuni 19
cadres de I'administration publique. Parmi les activités
de sensibilisation, le projet a produit des brochures et
des notes d’'information a l'intention des médias pour
atteindre un public plus large.

2.1.2 Strategic Environmental and Social Assess-
ment of the Mosi-oa-Tunya/Victoria Falls, Zambia

and Zimbabwe

AWHF provided conservation grant to the National Heri-
tage Conservation Commission (NHCC) of Zambia to
undertake the Strategic Environmental and Social
Assessment (SESA) of Mosi-oa-Tunya/Victoria Falls .
The SESA provides a methodology for assessing
impacts of strategies and implementation mechanisms

and ensuring that potential negative impacts are
mitigated, and positive aspects are strengthened. The
SESA for Mosi-Oa-Tunya/Victoria Falls highlights the
impacts of changes, predicts scenarios, and makes
strategic recommendations to sustain the OUV of the
Property.

2.1.2 Evaluation environnementale et sociale

Zambie et Zimbabwe

LAWHF a accordé une subvention de conservation a la

Twyfelfontein or /Ui-/aes has one of the largest
concentrations of rock engravings in Africa forming
an articulate, widespread, and high-quality record of
ritual practices relating to hunter-gatherer communi-
ties of Southern Africa. The AWHF provided grants to
the National Heritage Council (NHC) of Namibia to
develop a virtual/augmented reality tour at the World
Heritage, which will allow children, the elderly and
physically challenged persons, to experience the rock
paintings and engravings.

2.1.4 Enhance Mountain Gorilla
conservation in Southern sector
of Bwindi Impenetrable National
Park, Uganda

The AWHF supported the Uganda Wildlife Authority
(UWA) to enhance the conservation of Mountain Goril-
la in Bwindi Impenetrable National Park. The objective
was to mitigate human-wildlife conflict in the Southern
sector of the park. The project had strong community
participation with 48 people from the community
involved in planting hedge seeds to create a physical
boundary. These community members were recruited
from the community-animal management groups as
well as the reformed poachers group.

2.2 MOSES MAPESA
RESEARCH GRANTS

The Moses Mapesa Educational Research Grant is an
innovative approach for AWHF to encourage young
academics to produce good dissertations and thesis for
their master’s and doctoral research in the field of Natu-
ral and Cultural World Heritage in Africa. A call for appli-
cations is opened every year in May for research
projects to be implemented from April in the following
year. During the reporting period, several education
projects were implemented: The AWHF awarded Mr.
Prosper Bombula Mosali to undertake research on
“Actors’ participation and conflicts in the Okapi Wildlife
Reserve, a contribution to the co-management of the
Protected Areas Okapi Wildlife Reserve (DRC)". The
study aimed to identify the type of governance which
will curb the threats hanging over the Okapi Wildlife
Reserve; improve the livelihood of local communities
while conserving biodiversity; and identify opportunities
for the local population in management, while identify-
ing the main conflicts between stakeholders.

The AWHF awarded Ms. Amenan Sylvie Konan to under-
take research on “Effects of climate change on the
savanna dynamics of the Comoe National Park” in Cote
d’lvoire. The research aimed at acquiring new ecologi-
cal knowledge to understand the dynamics of the
savannas in the face of climate change and to develop a
biodiversity conservation strategy. Three main activities
were carried out, namely, a diachronic analysis of time
series of satellite images between 2000 and 2018, a
collection of floristic data through a phytosociology
approach and finally a protocol for monitoring the
dynamics of the vegetation.

The AWHF awarded Mr. Prosper Bombula Mosali to
undertake research on “Actors’ participation and
conflicts in the Okapi Wildlife Reserve, a contribution to
the co-management of the Protected Areas Okapi Wild-
life Reserve (DRC)". The study aimed to identify the type

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2.3 THIRD CYCLE OF
PERIODIC REPORTING
EXERCISE FOR AFRICA

World Heritage Periodic Reporting is a statutory exer-
cise which is implemented every 6 years in a particular
UNESCO region with the purpose to provide

a. An assessment of the application of the World
Heritage Convention by the State Party,

b. An assessment as to whether the Outstanding
Universal Value of the properties inscribed on
the World Heritage List is being maintained
over time,

c. Up-dated information about the World Heritage
properties to record the changing circumstances
and state of conservation of the properties and

d. A mechanism for regional cooperation and
exchange of information and experiences”
(Paragraph 201 of the Operational Guidelines
for the Implementation of the World Heritage
Convention).

The Third Cycle of World Heritage Periodic Reporting
Exercise for the African Region was successfully com-
pleted, and its Action Plan 2022-2027 approved by the
World Heritage Committee during its 44th extended
session.

During the exercise, the capacities of 46 National Focal
Points and 96 Sites Managers were strengthened. The
successful implementation of the exercise was the
result of a fruitful collaboration between AWHF who set
up a Coordination Team, UNESCO World Heritage
Centre and States Parties especially those who hosted
events (Cote d’lvoire and Kenya).

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2.4 TECHNICAL MEETING
OF AFRICAN EXPERTS ON
THE WORLD HERITAGE
COMMITTEE

Since 2016, the AWHF organizes every year a meeting
for African experts on the World Heritage Committee in
preparation of the upcoming Committee meeting. The
meeting aims to augment the capacity of delegates to
understand the documents to be discussed at the
upcoming Committee session and, when possible, to
discuss common approaches. The 5th Technical meet-
ing was organised online from 30th June to 2nd July
2021 under the chairmanship of the State Party of
Uganda through the Ministry of Tourism, Wildlife and
Antiquities ahead of the extended 44th session of the
World Heritage Committee to be held in Fuzhou, China
(online meeting).

The meeting was attended by permanent delegates and
experts from African countries members of the World
Heritage Committee (Egypt, Ethiopia, Mali, Nigeria,
South Africa and Uganda), other African experts and
State Parties with agenda items to be discussed during
the 44th Session of the World Heritage Committee
(Algeria, Angola, Benin, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Cote
d'lvoire, Gabon, Democratic Republic of Congo, Malawi,
Mali, Mauritius, Niger, Senegal, United Republic of
Tanzania, Zambia and Zimbabwe) as well as represen-
tatives of the WHC and the AWHF.

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2.4 REUNION TECHNIQUE

Among resolutions from the experts’ meetings, the
daily coordination meetings of African delegations
during the 44 COM assisted to finetune strategies and
ensure conclusive delivery during the session. Among
results, after 22 years on the World Heritage List in
Danger, Salonga National Park in the Democratic
Republic of Congo was removed from the List in Danger
due to remarkable efforts and commitments by the
State Party with the support from AWHF, UNESCO WHC
and IUCN. Also, the recommendation to the World Heri-
tage Committee to delete Selous Game Reserve in the
United Republic of Tanzania from the World Heritage
List because of “unsound” development initiatives on
the sites was not approved by the Committee who
decided to retain the property on the World Heritage List
in Danger.

Another result of the African delegations’ strategy is the
decision by the Committee not to inscribe the W-Ar-
ly-Pendjary (WAP) Complex in Benin, Burkina Faso and
Niger on the World Heritage List in Danger due to
increased insecurity in the region.

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3.15th REGIONAL
YOUTH FORUM ON WORLD
HERITAGE IN AFRICA

The youth forum was initiated by AWHF in 2016 in
commemoration of the 10th anniversary of the organi-
sation. The aim is to strengthen the capacity of moti-
vated, active and self-driven African youth interested in
engaging in a World Heritage conservation and promo-
tion. Due to the Covid-19 pandemic, this year the 5th
edition of the African World Heritage Youth Forum was
organized as an online platform under the theme
Youth, “Entrepreneurship and Heritage Sustainability:

The 5th youth forum gathered
thirty-seven (37) young entrepreneurs who were
assisted to fine tune their business ideas. The last day
of the Youth Forum coincided with the Africa World
Heritage Day (AWHD) celebration on 5th of May.

The main objective was
to discuss best practices and principles on World Heri-
tage conservation and sustainable development in
Africa (primarily through the UNESCO 2015 Policy and
AU Agenda 2063). The workshop gathered 60 heritage
managers, academics, tourism professionals, develop-
ers, policy makers, and various actors involved in World
Heritage and Development actions in Africa.

3.3 WORKSHOP ON
ENTREPRENEURSHIP AT
WORLD HERITAGE SITES

The Workshop on entrepreneurship at World Heritage
Sites was held from 6th -11th December 2021 at
Shakawe in the Okavango Delta and Tsodilo Hills in
Botswana. The objective of the workshop was to
increase the entrepreneurial skills, knowledge and
techniques of heritage practitioners and community
members through practical sessions to reinforce the
involvement and benefits for local communities and the
heritage sector. This was also a way of reinforcing
platforms for collaboration between local communities
and heritage professionals in the name of effective site
conservation and management. Participants were
trained on the various aspects of general entrepreneur-
ship and strategic business planning. The participants
identified business and entrepreneurial opportunities
around Tsodilo Hills World Heritage site as well as local
stakeholders, authorities and potential business part-
ners. A network for communication and professional
exchange was established for heritage professionals
and local custodians.

The closing ceremony of the workshop on the 11th
December coincided with the celebration of the 20th
anniversary of the inscription of the Tsodilo Hills on the
World Heritage List. The celebrations comprised
heritage walk at Tsodilo, an official ceremony with the
main stakeholders and a cultural night and gala dinner.

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3.4 CLIMATE ACTION
THROUGH ARTS, CULTURE
AND HERITAGE IN AFRICA

To increase the capacity of African heritage profession-
als and communities to adapt and understand the
climate impacts on cultural heritage in Africa, the
AWHF joined forces with Climate Heritage Network
(CHN) members (including the Queen's University
Belfast, University of the Highlands and Islands, Histor-
ic Environment Scotland and ICOMOS) to work with
local partners and stakeholders (ICOMOS-Nigeria,
National Commission for Museums and Monuments of
Nigeria and Tanzanian Wildlife Management Authority)
to pilot and assess the utility of the Climate Vulnerabili-
ty Index (CVI) in protecting sites. The CVI Africa project
is providing foundational training to African heritage
professionals in climate change vulnerability assess-
ments of cultural heritage sites using both remote
learning techniques and hands-on workshops at two
World Heritage Sites in Tanzania and Nigeria. It aims to
address the gap that exists in understanding climate
impacts on cultural heritage in Africa while creating
longer-term capacity by embedding an innovative new
approach within the African heritage community.

1. Presentation of interim financial statements
1.1 Basis of preparation

The annual financial statements have been prepared on the going concern basis in accordance with, and in compliance with,
International Financial Reporting Standards ("IFRS") and the Deed of Trust agreement.

The Fund's management has assessed its ability to continue as a going concern based on forecast information and is satisfied
that it has the resources to continue in business for the foreseeable future. Furthermore, management is not aware of any
material uncertainties that may cast significant doubt upon the Fund's ability to continue as a going concern. Therefore, the
financial statements continue to be prepared on the going concern basis.

The annual financial statements have been prepared on the historic cost basis except for the following:
o Financial instruments at fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair value.

These accounting policies are consistent with the previous years.
1.2 Financial instruments
1.2.1 Financial assets

The Fund classifies financial assets and financial liabilities into the following categories:
. Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
. Financial assets at amortised cost
. Financial liabilities at amortised cost

The classification of financial assets depends on the business model for managing the financial asset and the characteristics of
the contractual cash flows of the financial asset. Management determines the classification of financial assets on initial
recognition and re-evaluates the classification at every reporting date.

All financial assets are initially recognised at fair value. Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue
of the financial assets (except those measured at fair value through profit and loss) are added to the fair value of the financial
asset. Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financial assets at fair value through profit
and loss are recognised immediately in profit or loss. The best evidence of fair value on initial recognition is the transaction
price, unless the fair value is evidenced by comparison with other observable current market transactions in the same
instrument based discounted cash flow models.

A debt instrument that meets both of the following conditions (other than those designated at fair value through profit or loss):

1.5 Interest income
Interest is received from cash deposits held with banks. It is recognised, in profit or loss, using the effective interest rate method.
1.6 Functional and presentation currency

The annual financial statements are presented in South African Rands, which is the functional currency of the Fund.

For translation into the functional currency assets and liabilities are translated at the exchange rate at the end of the period, and
income and expenses are translated at the average exchange rate.

16. Risk management
Financial risk management
Overview

The Fund's activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including foreign currency risk, fair value interest rate
risk), credit risk and liquidity risk.

Financial instruments arise directly from the Fund's operations. Changing market conditions expose the Fund to various financial
risks and have highlighted the importance of financial risk management as an element of control for the Fund. Principal financial
risk faced in the normal course of the programme's business are interest rate risk, credit risk and liquidity. Those risks are
managed within the DBSA policy, subject to limitations of the local markets in which the Fund operates.

The Fund's policies, risks limits and control procedures are continuously monitored by management, the objective being to
minimise exposure to interest rate risk, credit risk, liquidity risk and foreign exchange risks.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the company if a customer or counterparty to a financial instrument fails to meet its
contractual obligations.

The company is exposed to credit risk on cash and cash equivalents and financial guarantees.

Credit risk for exposures other than those arising on cash and cash equivalents, are managed by making use of credit
approvals, limits and monitoring. The company only deals with reputable counterparties with consistent payment histories.
Sufficient collateral or guarantees are also obtained when necessary. The exposure to credit risk of counterparties is
continuously monitored.

Credit risk for exposures on cash and cash equivalents consist mainly of cash deposits. The Fund only deposits cash with major
banks with high quality credit standing and limits exposure to any one counter-party.

Interest rate risk
Interest rate risk is the risk that the Funds financial position may be adversely affected by changes in interest rate levels.

The Fund is exposed to interest rate risk as changes in interest rate will affect the investment income related cash flows and the
debt service cost on loan advanced.

As most liabilities have a very short duration, they are largely unaffected by movements in interest rates. The Fund manages
and mitigates its exposure to interest rate through active portfolio management.
