Federal rules require that academic institutions disclose whether their curriculum meets
the various State educational requirements for licensure or certification for employment
in an occupation. See 34 CFR §668.43(a)(5)(v).

Professional licensure and certification requirements vary State to State. Although Case
Western Reserve University School of Law has attempted to provide accurate and
timely information by State, this information is subject to change.
