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Rule Summary 

The Texas Division of Emergency Management (Division) is committed to providing its 
employees a safe, drug and alcohol-free workplace in accordance with System Policy 34.02, 
Drug and Alcohol Abuse; System Policy 34.03, Alcoholic Beverages; and System Regulation 
34.02.01, Drug and Alcohol Abuse and Rehabilitation Programs. 

Definitions 

In addition to the terms defined below, this rule incorporates the definitions found in System 
Regulation 32.02.01, Drug and Alcohol Abuse and Rehabilitation Programs 

"Division Property" is a term which includes any property or facilities owned, leased or operated 
by the Division or by the Texas A&M University System for the use of the Division. 

"Division Vehicles" is a term which includes any vehicles owned, leased, rented or operated by 
the Division or by the Texas A&M University System for the use of the Division. 

Rule 

1. Prohibition

1.1 Pursuant to State and Federal law and The Texas A&M University System (A&M
System) Policies and Regulations, the Division prohibits the unlawful 
manufacture, distribution, possession or use of Illicit Drugs or alcohol on property 
under the control of the Division and/or while on official duty and/or as part of 
any associated activities. 

1.2 The purchase, consumption and possession of alcoholic beverages on property 
under the control of the Division shall comply with state law and System Policies 
34.02 and 34.03. 

1.3 Failure to comply with any provision in this rule may result in disciplinary action, 
up to, and including, termination and referral for prosecution in accordance with 
the law. 
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
