AMS : Recherche directe d’antimatière 

Antimatter is absorbed by the 100 km of the Earth’s atmosphere.
To search for antimatter requires a detector above the Earth’s atmosphere.
Matter and Antimatter have opposite charges. To detect antimatter requires a 
magnetic spectrometer in space.
