Note by the Secretary-General

1. By its resolution 2530 (XXIV) of 8 December 199, the General Assembly
adopted and opened for signature and ratificaticn cor for accession the following
instruments:

(a) Convention on Special Missions;

{b) Opticnal Protocol concerning the Compuleory Settlement of Disputes.
2. Articles 50 and 52 of the Convention provide that it shall be open for
signature or for accesgsion bty all States Members of the United Nations or of
any of the gpecialized agencies or of the International Atomic Energy Agency or
Parties to the Statute of the International Court of Justice, and by any ctbher
State invited by the General Assembly of the United Nations to become a Party
to the Convention. Articles IV and VI of the Optional Protocol provide that the
Protocol ghall be open for signature or for accession by all States which may
become Parties to the Convention.
3. In its resoluation 2530 (XXIV), the Agsembliy noted that articles 50 and 52
of the above-mentiored Convention enabled it to issue special invitaticns te
States which were not Members of the United Nations or members of any of the
specialized agencies or of the International Atomic Energy Agency or parties to
the Statute of the Internaticnal Court of Justice to become parties to the

Convention, and stated its conviction that multilateral treaties which dealt

with the codificagtion and progressive development of international law, or the
object and purpose of which were of interest to the international community as
a wnole, should he cpen to universal participation. Accordingly. the Assembly
regolved to congider at its twenty-fifth session the guestion of issuing
invitations in order to ensare the widest possible participation in the

Convention on Special Missions.
