In the first week of March, 1946, it was lzarned through an
Agent that subject of this ”egort wis distributing Opium from his
residence, chardng $500 a piund for raw gum Opium and $140 for

procassed Opium, From relisble sources it was also gathcered that Mah
Lin Duck w2s cobtaining his supplies of Opium from crew members
(Lascars) of freighters Llod up at Now Westminstor, B.C, for lumber
CaArgo,

Duck's criminal record, which is a lengthy one, includes four
convictions for breiches of the Drug idct, the first dating back to
January 1921.

With 2 view to confirming the above susplcions, cur Narcotic
Squad detailed an Agent to mak: a purthase and also ascertain, if
possible, the original source of suosply. On the 26th of M-rch, 1946,
the 1gunt got in touch with subject at his residence but was unnble
to make a "buy". According to the gent, Duck stated he only h~d a
sm3ll supply on hand and could not sell any of it; that he had re-
cently sold 34 ounces of Opium (962.7 grammes) to 2 Chinaman in
Vancouver, B,C. at $130 an ounce for delivery toc a compstriot in
Nanaimo, B.C.; also, he scld some to another Chinaman in Vancouver.
The identity of these men is krown te membors e the Narcetic Squad
through previous investigati-ns, and their activities are being
covered,

In view of 21l the circumstances leernad during the preliminary
investigaticn, it was ducided to raid subject's prvmlses, (a chicken
farm), The raid was duly carried out by cur Nercotic Squad at 2 p.n.

con 26th .pril, 1946. Subject was absent at. the.time but the ploce
(living quarters of which were found to be in a filthy condition)
wes thorougaly s:irched. Evidencc of the drug addiction of subject
was apparent. On a table besiic his bed was 311 the paravhernalia
for the injection of Oonium and several Jjars contalrin: tricss of
Ooium were in plain view, Evidance of the distribution of Opium was
the finding under the bed of Decking Paver, scme of wiich had been
cut to deck size, Under the t=ble ~ match boax which contained Opium
Scum was found. Apnroximately 30 grains (2 -r.omis) of Yen Shee

and a gunny sack containing 5 lbs. (2,27 kgs.) lirizd Opium Pods were
found in the bedrcom, Ancther sack bantélning 2 =imilar quantity

of Peds was locited in the kitchan, Hi;i;n behind 2 barrel in the
kitchen was found 50 grs. (3..5 graumes) of Jpium. It qu not until
after 5 p,m, that Mah Lin Duck returr=d to the farm whon he was
ploccd under arrest, He informed a member of the Squad uhat he was
vary sick -nd had not had a Pshot" since he left the farm that
morning., He readily admitted owncrship of the narcctics that had
becn found, In the jail at New Westminstcr where he was interro-
gated, alter warning, Duck said he h-d bouéh+ the naocotics from Mahk
Buck Hin at Nanaimo, B.C, (Note: Mah Buck Hin, with Wong #h Doo, was
convicted and sentenced at Nangimo on lst March 1946, The sc.rce of
this man's supoly was alleged to be crew mcwberq (Lascars) of
freighters tizd up at New Westminster.)

During the period subject was in jail awaitin
Detective Sergeant in charge of .the investigatic
tion to the effect that therc was a further cae £ Ovium at the
farm, On the 30th April, 1946, members of the N ootic Squad
proceeded to thef arm and conducted a four hcur search, In the
first hour, one pound (453 grommes) of Ooium in a sealer was un-
covered by Folice Dog "Cliff", This same dog also render:d solendld
&ssisgance in the cases of Mah Buck Hin and Wong Ah Doo (Sec Report
Oe 3o
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Cn July Lth, 1946, Msh %in Duck wos brought to trial, Having
pleaded Guilty to the charge of "Illegal Possession" he was sen-
tenced as stated,
