•	 The 30 participants in the 

2022-23 Nebraska Ranch 
Practicum influenced 
decisions on 223,954 acres, 
14,654 head of livestock, and 
reported the value of the 
Practicum at $34.11/head.

•	 UNL BeefWatch e-newsletter 
has 2,696 subscribers. A total 
of 145 articles have been 
written for 2023 with a total of 
54,680 pageviews.

The LCC class of 14 developed 
8 action plans around key 
local issues discussed in 
each monthly session. They 
are implementing a county-
wide volunteer database that 
can be used to recruit new 
leaders.
