110 youth gained the knowledge and skills needed 
to support a healthy lifestyle by participating in the 
nutrition education program 4-H Healthy Habits.  
Through 6 hands-on lessons, youth better understand 
how reading a nutrition label can impact their decision 
and lead to making healthy lifestyles changes over time.  
After every lesson, the youth are given a goal- setting 
challenge for them to use the new information in their 
daily lives. The goal of this program is to encourage 
youth and their families to improve their nutritional 
behaviors across home, school, and community 
environments.
