J 32% avoid often or always holding hands with their same-sex partner in Sweden. For the EU-27 it is
53%.

J 15% in Sweden avoid often or always certain locations for fear of being assaulted. For the EU-27 it
is 29%.

D 64% are now fairly or very open about being LGBTIQ in Sweden. For the EU-27 it is 51%.
e Discrimination

“Most of the discrimination I'm familiar with has been 'soft' discrimination. [...] This can be like
misgendering by medical health professionals who have been familiar with me for a long time, or being
suddenly refused help.”

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J 10% felt discriminated against at work or looking for work in the year before the survey in Sweden.
For the EU-27 it is 19%.

“When | was younger, in grade school, my teachers would tell us Sweden made top lists all over the

world for our inclusiveness, gender equality and good schools, but lately | know we've been slipping.”

J 33% of LGBTIQ students in Sweden were hiding being LGBTIQ at school. This was 49% in the EU-27.

M 42% of LGBTIQ students in Sweden say that in school someone often or always supported, defended
or protected their rights as an LGBTIQ person. This was 32% in the EU-27.

J/33% of LGBTIQ respondents in Sweden say their school education never addressed LGBTIQ issues.
In the EU-27 this was 62%.
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
