The defaulter listin DFC-5 collections has come to all time low of five members and only those five members
have been terminated from IMA-KSSS membership.

Only one member from old existing scheme has taken retirement under voluntary retirement scheme of
IMA-KSSS. We have refunded Rs.14,443/-(Rs fourteen thousand and four hundred forty three only) to the
concerned member as per the bye-law of IMA-KSSS.

We were able to successfully revive 11 members from the terminated list during this association year. This
year total of 235 senior members of old Existing Scheme are completing 25 years.

IMA-KSSS has dishonored one death claim due to non availability of IMA-KSB membership of the concerned
member. The decision of rejection of claim was taken after seeking the legal opinion by managing
committee of IMA-KSSS.

As there were few member in IMA-KSSS without life membership of IMA-KSB, IMA-KSSS successfully
motivated many of them to become life members of IMA-KSB during the recent membership drive of IMA-
KSB (July-2017). However as ten members did not become life members on their own, IMA-KSSS fecilitated
their life membership of IMA-KSB with member's consent by paying Rs.66,500/-( Rs sixty six thousand and
five hundred only) from IMA-KSSS accounts. This was done as per the decision of the MC meeting to avoid
further legal issues and IMA-KSSS would be deducting thisamount without interestin due course from their
final claims.

The IMA-KSSS has disbursed death claim to nominees of ten demise members in Old existing scheme and
one demise member in New silver jubilee scheme since the previous annual general body meeting. The
total amount disbursed to the bereaved family is Rs.1,09,64,250/- ( Rs one crore nine lakhs and sixty four
thousand and two fifty only) in old existing scheme and Rs.12,93,750/- (Rs twelve lakhs and ninty three
thousand and seven fifty only) in new silver jubilee scheme.

The recent death claim benefit to single member in Old existing scheme is Rs.11,13,000/- ( Rs eleven lakhs
and thirteen thousand only) and in New Silver jubilee scheme is Rs.12,93,750/-( Rs twelve lakhs and ninty
three thousand and seven fifty only).

The most significant development is the Death benefit given to the nominees of late Dr.Prema V.Patil of
Jamkhandi of Rs.23,91,750/- ( Rs twenty three laksh and ninty one thousand seven fifty only) from both the
schemes.

tune of Rs. 47,16,515/- (Rs forty seven lacks sixteen thousand and five hundred and fifteen only) during

the previous financial year. ,we would like to update the members regarding various court cases and status
of complaintlodged with Sub urban police station, Hubballi.

1) Aspoliceinvestigations were getting delayed despite best efforts of IMA KSSS we filed a writ petitionin
High Court of Karnataka Dharwad Bench seeking directions from court to expedite the investigation
process and to file a charge sheet at the earliest. Accordingly charge sheet has been filed and forged
documents are sent for hand writing verification to Govt Forensic Science Laboratory and the results
are awaited time bound by march 2018.[ Advocate report (B) below].

2) ThelMAKSSS has submitted all the required documents to investigation officer in support of its claim.

3) We have lodged complaints with state consumer redressal forum, Bengaluru against Canara bank, BN
Nagara branch, Hubballi and Karnataka bank limited, NCM and Durgadbail branch, Hubballi and status
of both complaintsis given below in advocates report (A).

4) Wehavelodged additional complaint to police making bank officials as accused.
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5)

The reports of forgery verification from Govt approved private forensic lab (Truth lab, Bengaluru and
JK Consultancy, New Delhi) have come in favour of IMA-KSSS and forged signatures are not matching
with specimen signatures.

6) We have filed applications under RTI to both the banks seeking various documents to gather
documentary evidences. We have also collected video clippings of Bank withdrawals and submitted to
investigation officer.

7) We have hired MrHanumareddy, High court advocate and Mr Yogesh Kumar and associates advocates,
Bengaluru as our legal counsels. Till today we have paid advocate fee of Rs.1,05,000/- to Mr.Yogesh
Kumar & Associates and Rs.40,000/- to Mr.Hanumareddy

Lakhs/year.

Renal Failure :- Regular haemodialysis or renal transplantation required in the management of
chronicirreversible failure of both the kidneys willbe  covered under the scheme .Upper limitis Rs 2
lakhs/year.

Cancer :- Surgery, Radiotherapy and chemotherapy required for the treatment of all cancers will be
covered underthe scheme. Upper limit will be 2 Lakhs/year.

Management of Brain Tumour:- Surgery, Radiotherapy and chemotherapy required for the treatment
of braintumours will be covered under the scheme .

If the benefit is not claimed in an academic year the benefit amount in total or any percentage will not
be carried overto the next subsequentyears.

The reimbursement amount is fixed for every disease. Accordingly the benefit amount shall be
reimbursed.(Annexure 1list). Itis subject to change as per the directions of the managing committee.

Guidelines for Scrutiny of claims:-

The Scrutinizing committee has the power of discretion to fix the upper limit of reimbursements for
various medical conditions/ surgical/diagnostic procedures after considering the existing expenses of
treatment in side India. However the upper limit so fixed by the scrutinizing committee shall not be
above 2 lakhs.

Diagnosis and treatment costing less than Rs.5000/ will not be covered under this scheme.

16) Management of the Scheme: -

b) Scrutinizing committee of IMA-KSHS

Shall be nominated by the chairman of the IMA-KSHS in consultation with the managing committee of IMA -
KSHS. The members of the committee shall be from different specialties to a maximum of 6. The secretary
shall be the convener of the committee. The chairman of the committee shall preside over the committee
.The treasurer shall be the member. The scrutinizing committee shall scrutinize the claim as per the scrutiny
guidelines and decide on the amount of reimbursement. In case of doubt / difference of opinion the matter
shall be referred to the managing committee of IMA-KSHS.

i)  Allthe office bearers shall be elected from the members of the scheme in the IMA-KSHS Annual general
body meeting during the Annual conference of IMA—KSB. The term of office of shallbe 3 yearsfromthe
date of elections.

ii) The Head office of the scheme shall be at Bengaluru and the functional( Working ) office shall be at the
place of the Hon. Secretary. The system of E office is mandatory.

iii) The district co-ordinaters, who are not attending managing committee meeting for two consecutive
times may be replaced by appropriate general body member of the corresponding district by chairman
of the scheme in consultation with President IMA —KSB.

18) Meetings of Managing Committee:- It shall meet at least meet thrice a year. The quorum of Managing
committee shall not be less than four. If quorum is not sufficient the adjourned meeting shall be called for
order after 15 minutes.

a) It shall receive, discuss and amend or approve the reports and accounts for the period between the
times of the two consecutive Managing Committee meetings. The Managing Committee shall decide
the policy regarding the disbursement and/or investment of the funds.

b) Duties of the Chairman:

The Chairman shall conduct all the meetings of the Managing Committee and the General body. In the
absence of the Chairman, the Vice Chairman shall conduct the meeting. Chairman of the scheme will be in-
charge of the office.

c) DutiesoftheSecretary:

chartered accountant of the scheme.

d) Audited accounts of the scheme passed by the Managing committee shall be ratified by the State

Annual membership subscription ( AMS) plus interest therein, interest of reserve fund and interest of
annual advance premium contribution(AAPC) forms the general fund. Amount from general fund can be
used for running administration, expenses of the office including staff salary, stationary, establishment
expenses, postage etc. and traveling allowance for the meetings. In case of need, Managing Committee will
take decision, for extra money required for such expenditure to cope up with the expenditure.

c¢) Annual Advance Premium Contribution Fund:

A separate account and fund shall be maintained wherein annual advance premium contribution received
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shall be deposited. The interest on this fund shall be transferred to general fund. All the claims shall be paid
from this fund.
