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Chart Roundup: “Espresso” Leads At Pop/CHR
Island‘s Sabrina Carpenter claims the #1 spot
at Pop/CHR with “Espresso”, her second
consecutive chart-topping single. Her
upcoming album’s second radio release,
“Please Please Please”, is closing in on the top
20 this week after topping the Billboard Hot
100.

At Hot AC, Hozier holds at #1 for a third
week; the song also becomes his first #1 single
at Alternative radio this week and spends a
ninth week atop the Triple A chart. 

On the Adult Contemporary chart, Miley
Cyrus spends a 54th non-consecutive week at
#1 with “Flowers” (Columbia), once again 

(all data listed is in reference to published Mediabase charts dated 7/1)

extending the all-time record for AC’s longest-running #1. At Country, Republic/Mercury/
Big Loud’s Post Malone earns his first chart-topping single at the format with “I Had Some
Help”, featuring Morgan Wallen (which makes it his 14th #1). 

PULSE/Concord’s Tommy Richman rises to #1 on both Rhythmic and Urban this week with
“Million Dollar Baby”, as it continues to rise through the top 10 at Pop/CHR [more on page
7]. Keith Sweat’s “Lay You Down” (indept.) rises to #1 on this week’s Urban AC chart.

At Active Rock, Billy Morrison & Ozzy
Osbourne ft. Steve Stevens‘ “Crack Cocaine”
(Epic/Virgin) rises to #1. As mentioned
previously, “Too Sweet” is #1 at both Alt. and
AAA.

On this week’s add board, Camila Cabello ft.
Drake’s “Hot Uptown” (Interscope) takes the
top spot at Pop/CHR and Rhythmic, while
Kelsea Ballerini w/ Noah Kahan‘s “Cowboys
Cry Too (Black River) leads the add board at
Country.

Shaboozey’s “A Bar
Song” Continues Its

Crossover Rise
As the radio run for this massive crossover
single continues, Shaboozey‘s “A Bar Song

(Tipsy)” (Empire/Republic) hits more
historic milestones.

This week, the song enters the top 10 at US
Pop/CHR radio (up to #9 this week). Last

week, the song became just the second
country song to enter the same region of

the Rhythmic format’s chart (after
Beyonce‘s “Texas Hold ‘Em” earlier this

year, the parent album of which
Shaboozey contributed features to).

The song also reached the top 10 of the
Country radio chart this week (where its
