KICKING IT OFF

« With their win against Boston College in week eight 2022, the
Demon Deacons extended the conference's second-longest bowl
streak to seven-consecutive seasons. This is also the 11th longest
streak in the country.

= On Oct. 23 when Associated Press Top 25 Poll came out, the
Deacons were ranked inside the top 15 for the eighth time in the
past calendar year. Prior to that run, Wake Forest had only been
ranked that high just three times since 1950. The Deacs latest top
15-ranking came after their third-straight win over Florida State.
That victory was our first in Tallahassee since 2008 and was Wake
Forest's sixth win over a ranked opponent in the last seven years.
= Additionally the Demon Deacons were ranked in 22-consecutive
polls from Sept. 24, 2021 and ending on Nov. 6, 2022. It was tied
for the sixth-longest streak in the country and more than doubling
the previous program record of eight-consecutive weeks.

= Since the start of the 2016 season, the Deacs have the second-
most wins in the ACC not counting the COVID-shortened 2020
season. Additionally over 2018-22, the Deacs have recorded the
second-most wins in a single five-year period in program history,
37. The current five-year period of 2019-23 ranks fifth in program
history with 34 wins.

Under Dave Clawson, Wake Forest has set a new standard of
success that includes qualifying for its program record seventh-
straight bowl game. He also owns the school record with five bow!
victories.

« Additionally, his five bowl wins are tied for the fifth-most Bowl/
CFP victories in ACC history and with one more he would move into
the top three in league history.

» The five Bowl/CFP Victories are also the second most among
active ACC coaches.

» From 2017-22, Wake Forest has produced the five highest scoring

seasons in school history with each club scoring better. With Nick
Sciba’s third quarter field goal against Clemson in 2021, the Deacs
broke its all-time scoring record for a single season with 474
combined points in 11 games, besting the previous record of 459
points set in 2017, finishing the season with 574 points. They also
set the school record with 41.0 points per game in 2021.
Wake Forest became just the 20th ACC team in the college football
modern era (Post-WWII) to cross over the milestone of 500 paints
scored in a single season.

Lambert served eight seasons (2011-18)
as the head coach at Charlotte, starting
the program from scratch. and was an
assistant at Wake Forest from 2001-10.

Five of the 10 assistant coaches on the
current Wake Forest football coaching staff
have been in Winston-Salem since head
coach Dave Clawson arrived ahead of the
2014 season.

For the second-consecutive year, the Demon Deacons had two
players drafted. Defensive Lineman Kobie Turner was the first
Wake Forest player off the board in 2023, as the Los Angeles Rams
selected him in the third round with the 89th overall pick. Wide
receiver AT. Perry was taken off the board in the sixth round by the
New Orleans Saints.
« Turner is the sixth Demon Deacon taken by the Rams and first
since Chris Givens in the fourth round of the 2012 draft. He was the
eighth defensive player taken in the Dave Clawson era and third
defensive lineman. Additionally, he is the fourth-highest player
drafted in the Clawson era and highest since Carlos “Boogie”
Basham in 2021 (second round).
« Perry is the sixth Wake Forest player selected by the Saints and
first since linebacker Stanley Arnoux in 2009. He is also the first
receiver taken in the Clawson era.

+ In addition to the two draftees, linebacker Ryan Smenda Jr.,
offensive lineman Sean Maginn and tight end Blake Whiteheart
all signed with NFL teams following the draft. Smenda Jr. and
Maginn joined Kobie Turner in Los Angeles with the Rams while
Whiteheart rejoined old teammate Greg Dortch in Arizona.

+ Tom appeared in nine games (started the last three) on

the offensive line last season for the Packers, as he saw
action in all five positions except center. He finished the
season with the best pass block grade (78.1) on the team
according to Pro Football Focus.

- Taylor spent most of the season on special teams for

the Chargers in 2022, but saw action on the defensive
side of the ball in the final seven games of the season,
including a season-high 52 snaps in week 18. He posted
the second-highest coverage grade on the team (83.6)
according to PFF against the Rams.

+ Masterson tallied 59 tackles across 11 defensive

THE NFL DRAFT

The Deacs has a long and rich history of
players being selected in the NFL Draft:

Wake Forest has had 142 players drafted in its
history including one in each of the last seven
seasons.

In 2023, defensive tackle Kobie Turner was
taken in the third round, 89th overall by the
Los Angeles Rams while wide receiver A.T.
Perry was selected by the New Orleans Saints
in the sixth round, 195th overall.

Offensive tackle Zach Tom was drafted in

the 4th round by the Green Bay Packers and
cornerback Ja'Sir Taylor went in the 6th round
to the Los Angeles Chargers in the 2022 edition
of the draft.

Since Dave Clawson took over the program
ahead of the 2014 season, 12 Wake Forest
players have been taken in the NFL Draft
inlcuding eight in the past five drafts combined.

After just one season playing under Coach
Clawson, defensive back Kevin Johnson was
taken with the 16th overall selection by the
Houston Texans. He became the fifth Demon
Deacon to be selected in the first round and the
third since 2003. Linebacker Aaron Curry went

After playing football in Groves Stadium
since 1940, Wake Forest renamed its facility
BB&T Field from 2007-19 season. Ahead of
the 2020 season, it was renamed to Truist
Field at Wake Forest. Now, prior to the 2023
season, Allegacy Federal Credit Union dons
the stadium’s name.

Wake Forest began playing intercolle-
giate football in Groves Stadium in 1940
when the school, then located in Wake
Forest, N.C., first dedicated a 20,000-seat
facility by that same name on its original
campus. When Wake opened its current
facility in 1968, the school kept the Groves
name.

The stadium was named in honor of
Henry H. Groves, Sr., who passed away in
1985. It was his generous gift that made
possible the construction of the original
stadium, which would be the site of some of
the finest moments in Wake Forest athletic
history.

The Deacs played their final game in
old Wake Forest in 1955 before the school
moved to Winston-Salem. After several
years of playing at Bowman Gray Stadium,
the Deacs moved to Groves Stadium in
1968.

In 1957, the original Groves Stadium
was sold to Wake Forest High School for
the sum of $10 and became the home of
high school football and other community
events. It was later renamed Trentini Sta-
dium, in memory of the late Tony Trentini,
a Wake Forest football player and 1956
graduate, who later returned to serve as
the high school team’s coach.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. -- On a special Opening Night when the home of Demon Deacons football donned its new name, Allegacy
Federal Credit Union Stadium, Wake Forest University hosted its first season-opening sellout crowd since 2011 and its sixth
sellout overall since 2021 as the Deacs downed the Elon Phoenix in dominant fashion, 37-17.

Along with a capacity crowd on hand to witness Mitch Griffis lead the offense with three touchdown passes, ACC Network
broadcasted live from Allegacy Stadium for eight hours on Thursday as the Demon Deacons officially kicked off the 2023 season
for the Atlantic Coast Conference.

Additionally, Thursday's victory marked the 150th in the storied head coaching career for Dave Clawson as he began his 24th
season as a head coach. Coach Clawson ranks 16th in the FBS among active coaches in total wins and the Deacs are now one
of just nine programs in the country with 20 victories since the start of the 2021 season.

Beyond Griffis’ three touchdowns, three different Demon Deacons recorded more than 75 receiving yards on the night: Jahmal
Banks (six receptions, 108 yards, one touchdown), Cameron Hite (four receptions, 91 yards, one touchdown) and Wesley Grimes
(three receptions, 76 yards, one touchdown).

Defensively, both Demarcus Rankin and DaShawn Jones recorded interceptions as Wake Forest held Elon scoreless in the first
half with just 251 total yards for the game.

Over the last decade in the Coach Dave Clawson era, Wake Forest is 8-2 in season openers and the Deacs hold an 7-1 mark
at home in those contests.

Speaking of contests inside Allegacy Stadium, behind record-setting crowds, multiple sellouts and raucous student sections, the
Deacs have been among the toughest teams to play inside their home stadium over the last three years. Wake Forest holds an
18-3(.857) record inside Allegacy Stadium since the start of the 2020 season which included a program-record 11-game winning
streak spanning from the 2020 to 2022 seasons. The 85.7 percent win rate ranks second in the ACC during that time period.

Additionally, the Demon Deacons are now 21-4 at home since the start of the 2019 season.

Wake Forest will look to continue its winning ways at home next week when the Vanderbilt Commodores come into Winston-Salem
foran 11 a.m. kickoff. Less than 1,000 tickets remain for this seismic ACC-SEC clash.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. -- Behind a trio of turnovers forced and a balanced offensive attack that featured 288 total rushing
vyards by the Deacs inside Allegacy Federal Credit Union Stadium, head coach Dave Clawson’s squad earned Wake Forest
football's fourth-straight win over a program from the Southeastern Conference by defeating Vanderbilt on Saturday, 36-20.

In addition to the big-time victory on the field, Allegacy Stadium hosted its second-straight sellout to open the 2023 season as
28,363 fans and 3,142 students were hand to witness it the Deacs have a pair of rushers each tally 100 yards on the ground
for the first time since 2020.

Saturday marked the Deacs seventh sellout since the 2021 and Wake Forest has had at least two sellouts in the first month
of the season for the second time in as many years.

Overall for the Demon Deacons defense, Wake Forest's trio of turnovers came on a pair of interceptions and a fumble recovery
that was returned for a touchdown.

Junior Malik Mustapha recorded his third-career interception on the game’s first drive, which led to a field goal by redshirt
sophomore Matthew Dennis. Right before halftime, redshirt senior Brendon Harris scored his first career touchdown when
he recovered a fumble on special teams play and returned it 31 yards for the score. Finally, redshirt sophomore Dashawn
Jones registered his second career interception, and his second in as many games, when he snared an interception late in
the first half on Saturday.

Offensively, the Deacs were paced by a pair of 100-plus yard rushers as sophomore Demond Claiborne and redshirt freshman
Tate Carney tallied 165 and 117 yards, respectively. Also, redshirt sophomore QB Mitch Griffis tossed a pair of touchdown
passes to juniors Jahmal Banks and Ke'Shawn Williams, respectively. Banks’ score marked his third in as many games.

Wake Forest’s student-athletes tremendous efforts on Saturday increased the Deacs’ record vs. non-ACC teams over the
past five years in the league as Wake is 15-2 (.882). That is the top mark in the ACC during that half-decade span, with the
next closest team at 13-4 (Pitt).

Additionally, Coach Clawson is now 4-0 against SEC opponents while at Wake Forest, including bowl wins over Texas A&M
(Belk, 2017) and Missouri (Gasparilla, 2022). Wake Forest is currently tied for the second-longest active win streak against
SEC teams, trailing just Stanford who has a six-game win streak.

Finally, the Demon Deacons are now 22-4 at home since the start of the 2019 season. Wake Forest hits the road for a
non-conference matchup at Old Dominion on Saturday, Sept. 16 at 12 p.m. inside Kornblau Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium and

With that, the Demon Deacons second-half comeback
marked the program’s largest since Nov. 11, 2017, at Syracuse. In that contest, Wake Forest also trailed by 17 points and went
onto win, 64-43. The 17-point come-from-behind win is tied for sixth in Wake Forest history and tied with the aforementioned
2017 contest at Syracuse for the second-largest in the Dave Clawson era.

The victory marked Wake Forest’s 12th-straight win over a non-conference opponent, which is the second longest streak in
the country. The Deacs only trail the two-time defending College Football Playoff Champion Georgia Bulldogs who have won
19-straight out-of-conference contests.

Defensively, Wake Forest was led by its starting linebackers on Saturday as redshirt sophomore Dylan Hazen and senior Jacob
Roberts combined for 22 tackles, six tackles-for-loss and four sacks. Additionally, junior Evan Slocum recorded his first-career
interception in the first half and junior Jasheen Dauvis tallied three sacks and a fumble recovery.

Offensively, Wake Forest had six players with multiple receptions in the game and redshirt junior Taylor Morin caught a pair of
touchdowns passes and tallied 112 receiving yards overall on the day. With his two scores, Morin has now caught 19 touchdown
passes in his career, which ranks tied for eighth in Demon Deacons history.

Wake Forest's student-athletes tremendous efforts on Saturday increased the Deacs’ record vs. non-ACC teams over the
past five years in the league as Wake is 16-2 (.889). That is the top mark in the ACC during that half-decade span, with the
next closest team at 11-4 (Duke).

Additionally, head coach Dave Clawson and the Demon Deacons have been dominant over teams in the Commonwealth of
Virginia as the Deacs extended their streak to seven-straight victories over teams from the state. This includes at least one
win in each of the last four seasons.

Wake Forest's returns to Allegacy Federal Credit Union Stadium next week on Saturday, Sept. 23 for a 6:30 p.m. kickoff on The
CW against Georgia Tech and the contest is sold out. The game will mark the Deacs eighth sellout since the 2021 and it marks
the second-straight year that Wake Forest has sold out three-consecutive games in a season.

Additionally, next Saturday will mark the Yellow Jackets first visit to Winston-Salem since 2010.
