Drake Maye threw for 269 yards and two touch-
downs and No. 21-ranked North Carolina’s defense 
totaled nine sacks and limited South Carolina to -2 
yards rushing in a 31-17 win in the Duke’s Mayo Clas-
sic at Bank of America Stadium.

  The victory was Mack Brown’s 100th as Carolina’s 
head coach, boosting his record to 275-144-1 overall 
and 100-68-1 with the Tar Heels.

 UNC’s defense limited the Gamecocks to just 4 
of 13 on third-down attempts and 0 of 4 on fourth 
down. The nine sacks were the most by UNC since it 
had 10 vs. Wake Forest in 2000.

Jack linebackers Kameon Rucker and Amari Gainer 
each had two sacks. Rucker made a career-high 5.5 
tackles for losses. UNC totaled 16 tackles for losses, 
including 65 yards in sacks. 

The Tar Heels grabbed a 7-0 lead on an up-tempo 
drive that culminated in a short touchdown dive by 
Omarion Hampton. The Gamecocks tied the score 
less than four minutes later and later went ahead 
14-10 with 5:16 left in the first half.

The Tar Heels then scored the next 21 points to 
build a 31-14 lead. Maye threw TD passes to Kobe 
Paysour and John Copenhaver and Hampton added 
his second 1-yard scoring run.

 Maye completed his first 10 passes and sliced 
through the Gamecock defense in the first half, con-
necting on 16 of 20 attempts for 177 yards and a 
touchdown. He was picked off twice in the second 
half, but the Tar Heel defense allowed just three 
points after the two turnovers.

British Brooks rushed 15 times for a game-high 
103 yards. It was Brooks’ second career 100-yard 
game.

Omarion Hampton rushed for a career-high 234 
yards and three touchdowns and Drake Maye scored 
the game-winner on a 13-yard run in the second 
overtime as Carolina beat Appalachian State, 40-34, 
in the home opener.

Hampton totaled the 13th-most rushing yards in 
a game by a Tar Heel, the first to rush for 200-plus 
yards since Ty Chandler vs. Wake Forest in 2001 and 
became the first Tar Heel to rush for five touchdowns 
in the first two games in at least 25 seasons.

The Mountaineers led five times in a back-and-
forth contest, but the Tar Heels countered by scoring  
on the ensuing possessions after five of the six times 
ASU put points on the board.

Hampton gave UNC a 7-3 lead in the second quar-
ter on a 68-yard TD dash, his longest carry as a Tar 
Heel, a 27-24 lead with 9:19 to play in the fourth and 
he tied the game in the first overtime as he answered 
a Nate Noel touchdown run with a 17-yard score.

App State had tied the game on a 33-yard Michael 
Hughes field goal with 1:22 to play. Maye maneu-
vered the Tar Heels into position for a last-second 
winning field goal, but the kick missed wide left.

Noel scored on ASU’s first possession in overtime, 
but the Tar Heels answered with Hampton’s and 
Maye’s touchdown runs to take a six-point lead. The 
Tar Heel defense held on downs to end the game.

The win snapped a six-game UNC losing streak in 
overtime as the Tar Heels prevailed in extra time for 
the first time since 2015 at Virginia Tech.

Maye threw for 208 yards, all but 43 of which came 
in the second half. He topped 200 passing yards for 
the 16th time in 16 starts as a Tar Heel.

The teams combined for 74 points, 57 first downs, 
1,021 yards and 16 of 30 third-down conversions.

But it was a fourth-down stop in OT which sealed 
the win for the Tar Heels.

Drake Maye completed 29 of 40 passes for 414 
yards and two touchdowns and Nate McCollum 
made his first start at Kenan Stadium a memorable 
one with 15 receptions for 165 yards and a score as 
No. 20 UNC defeated Minnesota, 31-13.

Maye’s 414 yards were the second most in his two 
seasons as starter. He completed 18 of 23 for 287 
yards in the first half.

McCollum’s 15 catches were the fourth most by a 
Tar Heel in a game and were just one shy of the UNC 
single-game record. He had 11 catches for 130 yards 
in the first half, the most receptions in any half by a 
Tar Heel in at least 50 seasons.

Maye and McCollum connected on a 46-yard 
touchdown pass in the first quarter to begin the scor-
ing. A 55-yard deep throw to tight end Kamari Mo-
rales set up a 1-yard TD run by Omarion Hampton for  
a 14-0 lead.

Late in the first half, Maye found the end zone 
again with a 19-yard strike to Bryson Nesbit.

Minnesota, which UNC was playing for the first 
time, closed to within 21-13, but Noah Burnette 
made it a two-score game with a 42-yard field goal, 
his first of the season, late in the third quarter.

The Tar Heels tacked on the only points in the final 
quarter on a 2-yard run by British Brooks.

Third down was key on both sides of the ball as the 
Tar Heel offense converted 12 of 17 chances (70.6%), 
while the Gophers managed just three first downs in 
12 opportunities.

Carolina gained 519 yards, its second consecutive 
game with at least 500 yards. 

Maye accounted for 448 of the 519 yards (86%) as 
he was also Carolina’s second-leading rusher with 34 
yards.

Power Echols led the Tar Heel defense with seven 
primary hits and nine total tackles. UNC held the Go-
phers to 303 total yards. Echolls and Armani Chatman 
both made interceptions, UNC’s first multi-pick game 
since Wake Forest in 2021.

Defensive back Alijah Huzzie returned a punt for 
a touchdown and intercepted two passes and Drake 
Maye threw for 296 yards and accounted for three 
touchdowns, including one he passed for with his left 
hand, in Carolina’s 41-24 win at Pittsburgh.

The Tar Heels improved to 4-0 with the win, the 
first time they’ve started a season with four victories 
since 1997, Brown’s final season in his first tenure as 
Carolina’s head coach.

The win was UNC’s seventh straight on the road.
Maye rushed for two touchdowns for the second 

time in his career and passed for 200-plus yards for 
the 18th time in as many career starts, but made the 
signature play of the night when he flipped a 7-yard 
scoring pass to Kobe Paysour with his left hand as 
he was surrounded by several Pitt defenders. That 
touchdown came with 60 seconds to play in the first 
half and capped a 21-point second quarter by the Tar 
Heels.

The Panthers scored touchdowns on each of their 
first two possessions to lead 14-7 early in the second 
quarter. Maye scored from a yard out and Huzzie re-
turned a punt 52 yards for a score to give UNC a lead 
it would not relinquish.

Huzzie’s punt return was Carolina’s first for a score in 
five years and was UNC’s first punt return this season.

Omarion Hampton got the Tar Heels on the board 
in the first quarter, his fourth straight game with a 
rushing touchdown, and led UNC with 66 rushing 
yards.

J.J. Jones hauled in six receptions for a career-high 
117 yards. 

Carolina scored its first 35 points in less than 13 
minutes with the ball. The Tar Heels had only four 
drives in the first half, a season low, but scored touch-
downs on three of them. UNC led 28-17 at the half 
despite having the ball for only 9:33.

Huzzie intercepted Pitt backup quarterback Chris-
tian Veilleux twice in the second half.  Kaimon Rucker 
had two sacks for 36 yards, the second time in the 
first four games he had multiple sacks.

Carolina won at Pitt for the first time since 2017.

Drake Maye completed 33 of 47 passes for 442 
yards and three touchdowns and the Tar Heel de-
fense held the Orange to seven points and 11 first 
downs as UNC improved to 5-0 with its most lopsided 
win in seven games in the series.

No. 14 Carolina dominated, out-gaining the Or-
ange, 644 to 221, producing 33 first downs and more 
than 37 minutes time of possession.

The 644 yards were the 10th most in UNC history. 
The 11 first downs were the fewest by an opponent 
since Idaho had nine in 2012.

Maye scored on a 1-yard run to give UNC a 10-0 
lead in the first quarter, then added touchdown 
passes of 23 yards to Bryson Nesbit, 1 yard to John 
Copenhaver and 77 yards on an acrobatic, juggling 
catch-and-run by Kobe Paysour.

Maye compiled a season-high 497 total yards, his 
second-most career and the fourth-most ever in a 
game by a Tar Heel.

Maye finished the game one completion and six 
yards shy of his career bests. He became the fourth 
Tar Heel quarteback with three career 400-yard pass-
ing games.

Carolina led 10-0 after one quarter and 27-0 at 
halftime. Maye completed one more pass in the first 
half (23) than the Orange ran plays from scrimmage.

UNC totaled 424 yards and 23 first downs in the 
first half, while Syracuse had four first downs and 70 
yards.

The Orange began the third period with an 80-yard 
scoring drive to get on the board, but the Tar Heels 
scored 13 points on their next three possessions to 
pull away. 

Eleven Tar Heels caught passes from Maye, includ-
ing Nate McCollum (seven for 135 yards), Tez Walker 
(six in his UNC debut), Nesbit (five for 79 yards) and 
Paysour (three for 100 yards).

Noah Burnette made a career-high four field goals.
Carolina improved to 5-0 for the first time since 

1997 and the second time since 1983.

Drake Maye and Tez Walker connected three times 
for touchdowns and Omarion Hampton rushed for 
197 yards and a touchdown and caught a Maye pass 
for another score in Carolina’s 41-31 win over Miami 
in a matchup of top-25 teams under the lights at Ke-
nan Stadium.

The 12th-ranked Tar Heels trailed for the first time 
this season at halftime (17-14) but scored the next 
24 points to pull ahead 38-17 four minutes into the 
fourth quarter.

Carolina rushed for 235 yards and Maye threw for 
273 as the Tar Heels amassed 500-plus yards for the 
third time in four home games this season.

Walker made six receptions for 135 yards and 
hauled in three scoring strikes from Maye – from 
18 yards to open the scoring in the first quarter and 
from 56 and 33 yards in a span of 5:01 early in the 
third quarter to give UNC the lead. It was the first 
three-touchdown catch game by a Tar Heel since Josh 
Downs at Wake Forest in 2022.

Miami sacked Maye five times (only once after the 
first play of the second quarter) and the Tar Heels 
hurt themselves with 14 accepted penalties for 147 
yards, but Carolina didn’t turn the ball over and 
forced a season-high four turnovers (interceptions by 
Cedric Gray and Gio Biggers and two fumbles).

It was Carolina’s fifth consecutive win over the 
Hurricanes. The Tar Heels have averaged 40.6 points 
in those five wins.

Carolina improved to 6-0 for the first time since 
1997 and only the second season since 1983.

It was the 15th time in 20 career starts Maye threw 
multiple touchdown passes and was his fifth with 
four or more. 

Carolina topped the 30-point mark for the sixth 
straight time to open the season, a feat it accom-
plished only one other time in 1914.

Gray made his 300th career tackle and led UNC 
with 10 tackles, including a tackle for a loss, and had 
an interception and fumble recovery.

Tony Muskett threw a 14-yard touchdown pass to 
Malik Washington with 8:52 to play and Virginia held 
on for a 31-27 win over previously undefeated and 
10th-ranked Carolina for the Cavaliers’ first-ever road 
win over a Top 10 team.

Virginia ran 54 times for 228 yards, had nearly a 
14-minute advantage in time of possession, gained a 
decisive edge in field position and won third down on 
both sides of the ball to pull the upset. The Cavaliers 
converted 8 of 18 third downs (and 2 of 3 on fourth-
down), while UNC was 4 of 13 on third down and 
failed to convert a pair of fourth-down tries.

Carolina trailed 7-0 and 14-7 in the first quarter, 
but rallied to take a 17-14 lead into halftime behind 
two Drake Maye touchdown passes (25 yards to Tez 
Walker and 62 to Bryson Nesbit) and a 43-yard field 
goal by Noah Burnette.

Maye rushed for a score on UNC’s first second-half 
possession to increase the lead to 10, but the Cav-
aliers, who entered the game 1-5, scored 17 of the 
game’s final 20 points.

Burnette converted a short field goal to give UNC 
its final lead of the game with 12:08 to play, but UVA 
answered with a seven-play, 73-yard drive capped by 
Muskett-to-Washington’s go-ahead touchdown.

Virginia nearly made it a two-score game, but 
Mike Hollins, who rushed for three touchdowns, was 
stripped of the ball near the goal line by Armani Chat-
man.

Maye then connected on two long passes to march 
the Tar Heels to the UVA 18, but the drive stalled after 
a sack and three straight incompletions.

Maye was 24 for 48 and threw for 347 yards, but  
had half a dozen passes dropped. Omarion Hampton 
rushed 19 times for 112 yards and Walker made 11 
catches for 146 yards.

A key difference came in the punting game as UVA 
averaged 50.2 yards on five kicks, while the Tar Heels 
averaged 33.7 on six. Virginia began three drives in 
UNC territory and scored on two, while the Tar Heels 
began just one drive past their 25-yard line.
