• Georgia Tech wraps up Atlantic Coast Conference play in 2023 when it hosts 
Syracuse on Saturday night at Bobby Dodd Stadium at Hyundai Field.

• There is a lot on the line for Tech (5-5, 4-3 ACC) in Saturday's ACC finale, as the 
Yellow Jackets can clinch a bowl berth and a winning record in conference play for 
the first time in five years with a victory.

• Despite being conference-mates for 11 seasons, Georgia Tech and Syracuse are 
meeting for just the third time in ACC action and only the fifth time overall. Tech 
leads the all-time series, 3-1, and won the only previous matchup at Bobby Dodd 
Stadium, 56-0, in 2013 (the Orange's first season in the ACC).

• Saturday's matchup features two of the ACC's most prolific rushing attacks. 
Georgia Tech ranks third in the conference and 22nd nationally in rushing offense 
with 195.4 yards per game on the ground. While Syracuse ranks sixth in the ACC 
in rushing offense (176.0 ypg), the Orange has run for 601 yards over the past two 
games, including a whopping 392 yards on 65 carries in last Saturday's 28-13 win 
over Pitt at Yankee Stadium.

• Although it features a potent running game, Georgia Tech's offense is no one-trick 
pony, as it ranks third in the ACC and 24th nationally in total offense (444.2 ypg) and 
features an All-America candidate at quarterback in redshirt sophomore Haynes
King.

• With two regular-season games still to play, King's 24 touchdown passes rank 
second in Tech single-season history, and his 2,459 passing yards and 3,001 yards 
of total offense both rank fourth in the school's all-time single-season annals.

QB Haynes King is one of only two NCAA Division I FBS players with at least 2,400 passing yards, 500 rushing yards, 
24 touchdown passes and six touchdown runs this season (joining LSU's Jayden Daniels) and is only the second ACC player 
since 2000 to post that stat line in his team's first 10 games of the season (joining Louisville Heisman Trophy winner Lamar 
Jackson in 2016).

Georgia Tech has the third-most improved offense in NCAA Division I FBS this season, averaging 119.0 yards per game more 
in 2023 (444.2 ypg) than it did in 2022 (325.2 ypg).

r-Sr. DB Jaylon King's four interceptions this season are tied for second in the ACC and 12th nationally, and are the most 
by a Yellow Jacket in a season since Jamal Golden and D.J. White had four apiece in 2014.

Head coach Brent Key is the fifth Georgia Tech alumnus to ever serve as the Yellow Jackets' football head coach, joining 
William Alexander (1920-44), Bill Fulcher (1972-73), Pepper Rodgers (1974-79) and Bill Curry (1980-86).

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	 Brent Key, a Georgia Tech alumnus and football letterwinner, was officially named the 21st head coach in Tech football history by Institute President Dr. Ángel Cabreraand director of athletics J Batt on 

Nov. 29, 2022.

	 Key takes the reins of the program after leading the Yellow Jackets to a 4-4 record over the final eight games of the 2022 season as interim head coach. The four wins included two road victories over 

nationally ranked opponents – a 26-21 win at No. 24 Pitt in his first game at the helm on Oct. 1 and a 21-17 triumph at No. 11 North Carolina on Nov. 19. The Jackets overcame a plethora of injuries – 

including to its top two quarterbacks – to finish 5-7 overall and 4-4 in Atlantic Coast Conference play after a 1-3 (0-1 ACC) start. The overall and conference win totals were Tech’s highest since 2018, as 

was its fourth-place finish in the ACC Coastal Division standings (the Jackets defeated all three teams that finished ahead of them in the division standings – North Carolina, Pitt and Duke).

	 A 2001 Georgia Tech graduate (management), Key is the fifth Tech alumnus to serve as the Yellow Jackets’ head coach, joining William Alexander (1912 graduate; head coach from 1920-44), Bill 

Fulcher (1956; 1972-73), Pepper Rodgers (1955; 1974-79) and Bill Curry (1965; 1980-86). Key played offensive line for the Jackets from 1997-2000.

	 Prior to being named Georgia Tech’s interim head coach on Sept. 26 of last season, Key was in his fourth season as the Yellow Jackets’ assistant head coach, run game coordinator and offensive line 

coach. In his four seasons at his alma mater, Georgia Tech’s run game produced an all-American, three all-Atlantic Coast Conference honorees and finished in the top half of the ACC in rushing offense 

twice. Key has also mentored a pair of all-ACC offensive linemen.

	 Despite battling a rash of injuries across the offensive front throughout the season, 2021 marked the second-straight season that Tech’s rushing offense ranked in the top half of the ACC under Key’s 

watch, with tackle Devin Cochran earning honorable-mention all-ACC recognition before going on to sign with the National Football League’s Cincinnati Bengals.

	 In 2020, the Jackets ranked fourth in the ACC in fewest sacks allowed (2.3 per game) and fifth in the league in rushing (190.8 yards per game), all with a true freshman (Jordan Williams) starting 9-of-

10 games at right tackle.

	 Despite a multitude of injuries, the Jackets’ offensive line improved throughout the 2019 season, as it went through the monumental transition from an option-based scheme to a pro-style, spread at-

tack. During a one late-season three-game stretch, Tech faced teams that ranked first (Pitt), fourth (Miami) and eighth (Virginia) nationally in sacks. Tech’s offensive front allowed just five total sacks in those 

three games, including none against eventual ACC Coastal Division champion Virginia. In all, the Jackets didn’t surrender a sack in two of its final four contests.

	 Key came back to his alma mater after three seasons as offensive line coach at Alabama (2016-18), where he helped lead the Crimson Tide to two Southeastern Conference championships, three 

College Football Playoff championship games and the 2017 national title.

	 In each of his three seasons at Alabama, Key’s offensive lines were finalists for the Joe Moore Award, which is presented annually to the nation’s top offensive front, and was the only group in the nation 

to receive the honor all three seasons. He also coached four All-Americans (including two unanimous picks – tackle Cam Robinson in 2016 and tackle Jonah Williams in 2018) and nine all-SEC selections 

(including seven first-teamers) during his time with the Tide. In addition to being unanimous All-Americans, Robinson won the 2016 Outland Trophy as the nation’s best interior lineman and Williams was a 

finalist for the award in ’18. They also won the Jacobs Blocking Trophy (SEC’s top offensive lineman) in ‘16 and ‘18, respectively.

	 Seven linemen that Key coached in his three seasons at Alabama went on to be selected in the National Football League Draft — Jedrick Wills (No. 10 overall, Cleveland Browns, 2020), Williams (No. 

11 overall, Cincinnati Bengals, 2019), Alex Leatherwood (No. 17 overall, Las Vegas Raiders, 2021), Robinson (No. 34 overall, Jacksonville Jaguars, 2017), Ross Pierschbacher (fifth round, Washington 

Redskins, 2019), Bradley Bozeman (sixth round, Baltimore Ravens, 2018) and Deonte Brown (sixth round, Carolina Panthers, 2021).

	 Key was also lauded for his work on the recruiting trail at Alabama. He was tabbed as the nation’s No. 2 recruiter by 247Sports for his work in landing the Crimson Tide’s 2019 class and the No. 1 

recruiter in the nation for his efforts with the 2020 class.

	 Prior to his three-year stint at Alabama, Key spent 11 seasons at UCF (2005-15). He started at UCF as a graduate assistant and worked his way up to assistant head coach (2012-15) and offensive 

coordinator (2014-15). He also coached tight ends for three seasons (2006-08), offensive line for six seasons (2009-14), running backs for one season (2015), was special teams coordinator for one 

season (2008) and recruiting coordinator for six seasons (2007, 2010-14) with the Knights. In 2012, 2013 and 2014, Key was nominated for the Broyles Award, given to the top assistant coach in col-

lege football.

	 During Key’s 11 seasons at UCF, the Knights won four conference championships (2007, 2010, 2013 and 2014), highlighted by a 12-1 campaign in 2013, which culminated with a 52-42 win over 

No. 6 Baylor. The Knights beat two top-10 teams in ’13 (Baylor and No. 8 Louisville) and Key’s offensive front, which did not allow a sack against Penn State, Louisville, UConn or Baylor, helped pave the 

way for UCF to average 441.5 yards and 34.6 points per game, both among the highest marks in program history. His offensive line also provided protection for American Athletic Conference Offensive 

Player of the Year Blake Bortles.

	 In his six seasons as UCF’s offensive line coach, eight different linemen earned all-conference recognition a total of 16 times and four went on to play in the NFL, including 2011 third-round draft pick 

Jah Reid. He also coached an NFL draft pick at tight end in Mike Merritt (2008).

	 During his time at UCF, Key coached under his head coach as a 

student-athlete at Georgia Tech, George O’Leary.

	 Key got his start in coaching as a graduate assistant at Georgia 

Tech in 2001-02 and served as tight ends and running backs 

coach at Western Carolina in 2004.

	 Key was a four-year starter in his four seasons as a student-

athlete at Georgia Tech (1997-2000). While making 44-straight 

starts at right guard, Key was a part of a senior class that led 

Georgia Tech to four-straight bowl appearances for the first time 

since 1953-56. As a sophomore in 1998, he helped lead Tech to 

a 10-2 record and a share of the ACC championship. During his 

junior campaign in 1999, the Jackets ranked No. 1 nationally in 

total offense (509.0 ypg). He was voted a team captain and all-

ACC as a senior in 2000. In all, he was a key cog in an offensive 

front that helped the Yellow Jackets lead the ACC in rushing three 

times.

	 A Clay, Ala. native, Key, 45, was an all-state performer at 

Hewitt-Trussville H.S. He and his wife, Danielle, have a daughter, 

Harper.

• Georgia Tech owns a 3-1 lead in the all-time series.

• The only ACC team that the Yellow Jackets have faced less 
than Syracuse is Louisville (three all-time meetings).

• Tech and the Orange are squaring off for just the third time 
since Syracuse joined the ACC in 2013. The home team has 
won each of the first two conference games between the 
two schools, with the Yellow Jackets blanking the Orange, 
56-0, in 2013 at Bobby Dodd Stadium, and Syracuse 
topping the Jackets, 37-20, in 2020 at SU's famed Carrier 
Dome (now known as JMA Wireless Dome).

• In their only two meetings prior to becoming conference-
mates, Georgia Tech won a pair of neutral-site matchups 
against Syracuse — 13-7 in the 2001 Kickoff Classic in 
Eas Rutherford, N.J. and 51-14 in the 2004 Champs Sports 
Bowl in Orlando.

• Saturday's game will mark the first Tech-Syracuse game 
played in front of fans since 2013, as the 2020 matchup 
was played in an empty Carrier Dome due to Covid-19 
restrictions in the state of New York. That game was delayed 
by nearly 30 minutes right before kickoff in order to confirm 
Covid-19 test results for a handful of Syracuse student-
athletes.

against ranked Atlantic Coast Conference competition, with 
three of the four wins coming on the road (26-21 at No. 24 
Pitt - Oct. 1, 2022; 21-17 at No. 13/11 North Carolina - 
Nov. 19, 2022; 23-20 at No. 17 Miami (Fla.) - Oct. 7, 2023; 
46-42 vs. No. 17 North Carolina - Oct. 28, 2023).

• Tech is 2-1 against ranked teams this season after going 
2-3 against ranked opponents in 2022, which marks the 
first time since 2008 and 2009 that the Yellow Jackets have 
beaten multiple ranked teams in consecutive seasons.

• Key became the second coach in Georgia Tech history to 
ever defeat a ranked opponent in his first game as the Yel-
low Jackets’ head coach when the Yellow Jackets knocked 
off No. 24 Pitt, 26-21, on Oct. 1 of last season. Tech head 
coaches were previously 1-4 when facing nationally ranked 
teams in their GT debuts (Bill Fulcher – L, 34-3 vs. No. 15

• Tech has played the No. 17-ranked team in the Associated 
Press poll three times this season (Sept. 16 at No. 17 Ole 
Miss, Oct. 7 at No. 17 Miami (Fla.) and Oct. 28 vs. No. 
17 North Carolina), which marks only the second time in 
program history that the Yellow Jackets have played three 
teams in a season with the same AP ranking.

• The Yellow Jackets' 28 pass completions at No. 17 Ole 
Miss (Sept. 16) were tied for the fifth-most in a game in 
school histroy and were the most since it completed 30 
passes against Maryland on Oct. 17, 2002.

• The Jackets' 28 completions at Ole Miss were the fourth-
most in school history in a game that they did not throw an 
interception (also the most since 2002 at Maryland).

• Twice this season, Georgia Tech has completed passes to 
10 different receivers in a game (Sept. 16 at Ole Miss and 
Nov. 4 at Virginia).

• After ranking 121st nationally in third-down conversion 
percentage last season (.306), Tech ranks 21st nationally 
with a .463 third-down conversion percentage this season 
(62-for-134).

• Georgia Tech’s 11 third-down conversions (11-of-20) at 
Ole Miss (Sept. 16) are tied for the 16th-most in school his-
tory and were the Yellow Jackets' most in a game since they 
had 13 (13-of-18) against Tennessee on Sept. 4, 2017.

• Buoyed by two of its 11 third-down conversions, Georgia 
Tech put together a 17-play 90-yard drive in the second 
quarter against Ole Miss, which resulted in a 22-yard field 
goal. The possession was Tech’s longest scoring drive in 
terms of plays since a 17-play, 74-yard drive that resulted 
in a 21-yard field goal in a 33-7 win over North Carolina on 
Sept. 30, 2017.

• The Yellow Jackets have held opponents without a sack 
four times this season (Sept. 9 vs. S.C. State, Sept. 23 at 
Wake Forest and Oct. 21 vs. Boston College and Oct. 28 
against No. 17 North Carolina) and six times in its last 21 
games (including last season vs. Western Carolina on Sept. 
10 and at No. 13 North Carolina on Nov. 19). Prior to holding 
six of its last 21 opponents without a sack, the Jackets had 
surrended at least one sack in 19-straight games, dating 
back to 2020. 

• Making the feat of holding Wake Forest without a sack on 
Sept. 23 even more impressive is the fact that the Demon 
Deacons entered the game leading the nation in sacks with 
16 through three games.

• The most consistent mark of Georgia Tech's success on 
offense has been its ability to take care of the football. Since 
the beginning of 2020, Georgia Tech has had an average of 
just 1.0 turnovers per game in wins but has averaged 2.0 
turnovers per game in losses.

• Georgia Tech's offense is guided by first-year offensive 
coordinator Buster Faulker, who came to Tech after 
winning two national championships in three seasons as a 
quality control assistant at Georgia.

• Faulker boasts 18 years of experience on college football 
staffs, including 11 seasons as an offensive coordinator at 
Valdosta State (2008), Murray State (2010), Middle Ten-
nessee (2011-15), Arkansas State (2016-18) and Southern 
Miss (2019).

QUARTERBACKS
• r-So. Haynes King, a graduate transfer from Texas A&M, 
is putting together an all-ACC- and all-America-worthy 
season in his first campaign as a Yellow Jacket.

• Through 10 games at Georgia Tech, King has completed 
192-of-314 passes for 2,459 yards (245.9 ypg) and 24 
touchdowns.

• King made a record-breaking debut in the White and Gold, 
throwing for 313 yards and three touchdowns on 19-of-32 
passing in the season opener against Louisville (Sept. 1).

• King's 313 passing yards against Louisville marked the 
first time that a Georgia Tech player ever threw for 300 
yards in his GT debut.

• King also ran for a team-high 53 yards on 10 carries 
against Louisville, giving him 366 yards of total offense.
• In his Bobby Dodd Stadium at Hyundai Field debut against 
South Carolina State (Sept. 9), King completed 21-of-29 
passes for 290 yards and four touchdowns.

• Pyron amassed an impressive 692 yards of total offense 
(565 passing, 127 rushing) and five touchdowns (three 
passing, two rushing) in just three games as a true fresh-
man last season. He completed 49-of-82 passes, good for 
a team-best .598 completion percentage.

• In his collegiate debut last season at Florida State (Oct. 
29), Pyron came off the bench to complete 18-of-28 passes 
for 198 yards without an interception and account for two 
touchdowns (one passing, one rushing). 

• Pyron made his first-career start in his second-career 
game last season at Virginia Tech (Nov. 5) and accounted 
for 319 yards of offense (253 passing, 66 rushing) and two 
fourth-quarter touchdowns (one passing, one rushing) to 
lead the Yellow Jackets back from a 27-16 fourth-quarter 
deficit to a 28-27 win.

• Trailing 27-16 with less than 10 minutes to go in last 
season's game at VT, Pyron engineered two-consecutive 
touchdown drives of 90 and 73 yards to give Georgia Tech 
a 28-27 lead. He capped the fourth-quarter scoring drives 
with a 56-yard touchdown pass with 9:02 to go and what 
proved to be the game-winning 9-yard touchdown run with 
3:30 left on the clock.   

• Pyron led Georgia Tech's offense to a season-high 463 
yards in last season's win at VT.

• In his first three full halves of action last season, Pyron led 
Tech to three of its four-highest single-half yardage totals 
of the year against FBS competition — 240 in second half 
vs. Florida State (Oct. 29), 234 in first half vs. Virginia Tech 
(Nov. 5) and 229 in second half vs. VT (the only other half 
that cracked Tech's top four against FBS opponents last 
season was its 231-yard output in the second half at UCF 
on Sept. 24).

• Gibson appeared in six games and made three starts for 
the Yellow Jackets last season, throwing for 589 yards and 
a touchdown.

• Gibson put together his best performance as a Yellow 
Jacket in last season's 21-17 win at No. 13/11 North 
Carolina last season (Nov. 19), when he completed 13-of-18 
passes for 174 yards.

• Gibson's .722 completion percentage last season at UNC 
was a team high in 2022. He is one of only seven Georgia 
Tech QBs since 2000 to complete at least 72% of his 
passes in a game (min.

• Last Saturday at Clemson, Smith scored the 16th touch-
down of his career, but the first via reception, His first-career 
touchdown reception came on a 32-yard catch.

• With his two touchdown runs against Louisville, Cooley 
became the first Georgia Tech running back with multiple 
TD runs in a single game against NCAA Division I FBS com-
petiton since current Detroit Lion Jahmyr Gibbs and current 
Yellow Jacket Dontae Smith ran for two apiece in a 56-33 
win over Duke on Nov. 28, 2020.  

• Cooley needs just 17 rushing yards to reach the 1,000-
yard rushing plateau for his collegiate career, which includes 
two seasons at Louisville (2021-22).

• Last Saturday at Clemson, Leonard hauled in the first 
touchdown reception of his 38-game collegiate career, a 
4-yarder. 

• Last month, Leonard was named one of 20 semifinalists 
for the 2023 Jason Witten Collegiate Man of the Year award, 
which recognizes college football's best leader.
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• r-Jr. Brett Seither, who saw action in 27 games at 
Georgia over the past four seasons (2019-22), has caught 
four touchdown passes in 10 games as a Yellow Jacket.

• Four of Seither's six total receptions this season have 
been touchdowns. His four TD receptions are tied for 12th 
nationally and second in the ACC among tight ends.

• Seither had his best game as a Yellow Jacket against No. 
17 North Carolina (Oct. 28), hauling in two receptions — 
both touchdowns — for 40 yards.

• Seither's 35-yard touchdown catch on a fourth-and-two 
play in the second quarter against UNC was the second-lon-
gest reception of the season by a Georgia Tech TE (behind 
only Sr. Luke Benson's 38-yard reception at Wake Forest 
on Sept. 23).

• Seither's 5-yard touchdown catch on third-and-goal with 
4:28 to go in the game proved to be the game-winner in the 
Yellow Jackets' 46-42 win over the 17th-ranked Tar Heels.

• In his Georgia Tech debut versus Louisville (Sept. 1), 
Seither caught a 2-yard touchdown pass. His touchdown 
reception was the first by a Tech tight end since Dylan 
Deveney caught an 18-yard touchdown pass against Pitt on 
Dec. 10, 2020.

• Seither hauled in his second touchdown in as many recep-
tions as a Yellow Jacket with an 8-yard TD catch against 
S.C. State (Sept. 9).

• Seither's only non-touchdown catches of the season have 
on a 16-yard reception at No. 17 Ole Miss (Sept. 16) and a 
7-yard catch at Virginia (Nov. 4).

• Following the Ole Miss game, Seither went four games 
without a reception before the two-touchdown day versus 
UNC.

• Seither is the first Georgia Tech tight end with multiple 
touchdowns in a season since Jonh Paul Foschi caught 
two touchdown passes in 2003 and the first Tech TE with 
multiple TD catches in a game since at least 2000.

• In all, Seither's 73 receiving yards rank second among 
Georgia Tech tight ends this season, while his six receptions 
are tied with Sr. Luke Benson for second among Tech's 
TEs.

• The Yellow Jackets forced a whopping 10 turnovers during 
a three-game stretch earlier this season, thanks to five 
takeaways apiece at Wake Forest (Sept. 23) and Miami (Fla.) 
(Oct. 7).

• Tech's 10 takeaways in that three-game stretch marked 
the second time in the past two seasons that it has forced 
10 turnovers over a three-game span. The Jackets also 
forced a total of 10 turnovers last season vs. Virginia (4 - 
Oct. 20), at Florida State (2 - Oct. 29) and at Virginia Tech 
(4 - Nov. 5).

• Prior to accomplishing the feat twice in the past two 
seasons, Georgia Tech had not forced 10 turnovers in a 
three-game stretch since 2014, when it totaled 11 take-
aways at Pitt (6 - Oct. 25), vs. Virginia (2 - Nov. 1) and at NC 
State (3 - Nov. 8).

• The Yellow Jackets have forced 10 turnovers in three 
games just eight times since 2000 (2023, 2022, 2014, 
2009, 2008 - twice, 2005 and 2002).

• Georgia Tech's five takeaways against Wake Forest and 
Miami mark only the eighth and ninth times since 2000 that 
the Yellow Jackets have forced as many as five turnovers in 
a single game. 

• Prior to this season, Tech had not forced as many as five 
turnovers in a game since it also forced five turnovers in a 
56-33 win over Duke in 2020 (Nov. 28) and hadn't done it 
in a road game since it forced six in a 56-28 win at Pitt in 
2014 (Oct. 25).

• The Yellow Jackets have forced as many as five turnovers 
in a game twice in one season for the first time since 1996 
(5 vs. Virginia - Oct. 5 and 5 vs. UCF - Oct. 26). 

• Georgia Tech is 4-0 this season when it forces multiple 
turnovers in a game (2 vs. S.C. State - Sept. 9, 5 at Wake 
Forest - Sept. 23, 5 at Miami (Fla.) - Oct. 7, 3 at Virginia - 
Nov. 4).

• As one of the nations leaders in takeaways (t-11th - 19), 
Georgia Tech is picking up right where it left off last season, 
when it finished tied for seventh nationally with 24 forced 
turnovers. 

• Becoming one of the nation's best teams in forcing

• Tech has finished among the top 25 nationally in fumble 
recoveries each of the past three seasons — No. 2 nation-
ally with 12 in 2020, tied for 16th with 10 in 2021 and tied 
for seventh with 13 in 2022.
 
• Since 2019, no team in the country has had more fumble 
recoveries than the Yellow Jackets' 51.

• In its first game under new defensive coordinator Kevin 
Sherrer, Georgia Tech not only forced five turnovers, but 
held No. 17 Miami to its second-lowest point total (20) of the 
season in its 23-20 win over the Hurricanes on Oct. 7.

• Georgia Tech turned in its best all-around defensive 
performance of the season against NCAA Division I FBS 
competiton in its 30-16 win at Wake Forest (Sept. 23). 

• The 16 points, 386 total yards, 224 rushing yards and 
162 passing yards allowed at Wake were all season lows for 
Georgia Tech's defense against FBS opponents.

• The 16 points, 386 total yards and 162 passing yards 
were also season lows for Wake Forest's offense.

• Wake's 16 points were the fewest that it has scored in a 
game since a 37-13 loss to Clemson in the 2020 season 
opener.

• Georgia Tech had eight sacks at Wake Forest, which is tied 
for the fifth-most in school history.

Clemson.

• King's four interceptions this season are tied for second in 
the ACC and 12th nationally.

• King's four INTs are also the most by a Yellow Jacket in a 
season since Jamal Golden and D.J. White had four apiece 
in 2014.

• King is tied for first in the ACC and eighth nationally with 
two fumble recoveries this season.

• King also ranks third in the ACC with 11 passes defended 
this season (1.10/game).

DEFENSE
• Before picking off his fourth pass of the season at Clem-
son, King stuffed the stat sheet two games ago at Virginia 
(Nov. 4), recording seven tackles, four pass breakups, an 
interception and a fumble recovery in the Yellow Jackets' 
45-17 win.

• King is the only NCAA Division I FBS player this season to 
record as many as four pass breakups, an interception and a 
fumble recovery in the same game.

• King's five passes defended at UVA are tied for the 
second-most nationally in a single game this season, behind 
only Pitt's M.J. Devonshire's six vs. Louisville on Oct. 14.

• King was named ACC co-Defensive Back of the Week after 
also intercepting a pass and recovering a fumble in Tech's 
30-16 road win at Wake Forest (Sept. 23).

• King was originally credited with two interceptions in the 
win at Wake, but one of the INTs was officially changed to a 
fumble recovery nearly two weeks after the game.

• King officially got his second interception of the season 
with a pickoff that he returned 66 yards to set up a fourth-
quarter field goal in Georgia Tech's 23-20 win at No. 17 
Miami (Oct. 7).

• King is tied for the team lead with 56 tackles.

• King ranks 11th among ACC safeties with a 71.7 overall 
defensive grade from Pro Football Focus. (min. 500 snaps). 
(Grades from 70-79 are considered above average in PFF's 
grading scale)

• Through 10 games this season, PFF ranks So. DB Clay-
ton Powell-Lee as the No. 12 overall defender (78.4) in 
the ACC and the fourth-best safety in the conference (min. 
500 snaps). (Grades from 70-79 are considered above aver-
age in PFF's grading scale)

• With 25 stops in the last four games, Powell-Lee is tied 
with King for the team lead with 56 tackles this season.

• A freshman all-American last season, Powell-Lee picked 
up right where he left off in 2022 with five tackles, an in-
terception and a pass breakup in the season opener versus 
Louisville (Sept. 1).

• PFF ranks r-Sr. DB Myles Sims (73.9) and r-Jr. DB K.J. 
Wallace (70.0) as the No. 15 and 24 overall defenders in 
the ACC, respectively (min. 500 snaps). 

• Amongs cornerbacks, Sims ranks 10th and Wallace ranks 
15th in the ACC, according to PFF.

• Wallace ranks third on the team and is tied for 19th in the 
ACC with six passes defended (.67/gm). 

• Jr. DB LaMiles Brooks has matched a career high with 
nine tackles three times in the last eight games — Sept. 
16 at No. 17/19 Ole Miss, Sept. 30 vs. Bowling Green and 
Oct. 28 vs. No. 17 North Carolina (prev.: vs. Virginia – Oct. 
20, 2022).

• Brooks ranks second on the team and is tied for 18th in 
the ACC with seven passes defended (.70/gm).

• For the season, Tech's three primary safeties — Powell-
Lee (56), King (56) and Brooks (50) — rank first, first and 
fourth on the team in tackles.

• Jr. DL Kyle Kennard is tied for first in the ACC and eighth 
nationally with two fumble recoveries this season.

• Kennard is also tied for eighth in the ACC with with 6.0 
sacks this season (.60 per game).

• Kennard leads Georgia Tech in tackles for loss (8.5) and 
sacks (6.0) and is tied for the team lead with two forced 
fumbles and two fumble recoveries.

• Kennard has a ledger full of standout performances this 
season, highlighted by his game-changing fumble recovery 
in the final minute of Georgia Tech's 23-20 win at No. 17 
Miami (Fla.) on Oct. 7.

• Kennard's recovery of r-Sr. LB Paul Moala's forced 
fumble with 26 seconds remaining set up Georgia Tech's 
game-winning 74-yard touchdown drive.

• Twice in the first four games of this season, Kennard 
pulled off a rare feats in Georgia Tech, with an interception, 
forced fumble and fumble recovery against South Carolina 
State (Sept. 9) and 4.0 sacks at Wake Forest (Sept. 23).

• Kennard's 4.0 sacks in the Yellow Jackets' 30-16 win at 
Wake Forest remain tied for the most by an NCAA Division I 
FBS player this season.

• In addition to the 4.0 sacks, Kennard also matched a ca-
reer high with eight total tackles (prev.: vs. Louisville - Sept. 
1) and forced a fumble in the win over Wake Forest.

• Kennard pulled off a rare trifecta with his interception, 
forced fumble and fumble recovery in the Yellow Jackets' 
48-13 win over S.C. State.

• Both Kennard's interception in the first quarter and his 
forced/fumble in the third quarter against S.C. State led 
directly to Georgia Tech touchdowns. 

• The interception, forced fumble and fumble recovery were 
all career firsts for Kennard, who was playing in his 32nd 
career game.

• Kennard is only the second Yellow Jacket since 2000 
with an interception, forced fumble and fumble recovery in 
a game, joining Bruce Jordan-Swilling, who pulled off the 
trifecta at Virginia on Nov. 4, 2017.

• Kennard is one of five Yellow Jackets in the last 18 
games with an interception and a fumble recovery in the 
same game (joining Charlie Thomas – Oct. 1, 2022 vs. Pitt, 
LaMiles Brooks – Oct. 20, 2022 vs. Virginia, Clayton Powell-
Lee vs. Virginia Tech – Nov. 5, 2022 and Jaylon King vs. 
Wake Forest - Sept. 23, 2023 and Virginia - Nov. 4, 2023). 

• However, prior to five Tech players recording an intercep-
tion and a fumble recovery in the last 18 games, only two 
other Yellow Jackets had accomplished the feat since 2000 
(Quayshawn Nealy – Oct. 19, 2013 vs. Syracuse and Nov. 
8, 2014 vs. NC State and Jordan-Swilling – Nov. 4, 2017 
vs. Virginia).

• In recognition of his impressive achievement against S.C. 
State, Kennard was named ACC Defensive Lineman of the 
Week for the first time in his career.

• Moala, who tore both of his Achilles tendons in the span 
of 11 months while playing at Notre Dame in 2020 and 
2021, and transferred to Tech this year after one season at 
Idaho, is quietly putting together a big season for the Yellow 
Jackets.

• Moala ranks second on the team in tackles for loss (7.0), 
is tied for third on the team in sacks (2.0) and is sixth on 
the squad in total tackles (45 - second-most among GT's 
linebackers). He also leads the Yellow Jackets in QB hurries 
(4) and has a pair of pass breakups and to go along with the 
game-changing forced fumble at Miami.

• r-Fr. LB Kyle Efford, who only made his first career start 
four games ago versus Boston College (Oct. 21), has racked 
up 53 tackles this season, which ranks third on the team 
(most among GT linebackers) despite coming off the bench 
for the first six games of the campaign. 

• In the third-straight start of his career at Virginia (Nov. 4), 
Efford shattered his previous career high with 10 tackles 
(prev.: 7 vs. South Carolina State - Sept. 9).

• Sr. LB Andre White, a transfer from Texas A&M, has 
racked up 2.5 sacks — good for second on the team — in 
limited playing time this season. 

• White stuffed the stat sheet with four tackles, including 
1.5 sacks, and a forced fumble at Wake Forest (Sept. 23).

• Pro Football Focus rated Jr. LB Trenilyas Tatum as 
the fourth-best linebacker in the ACC and No. 14 overall 
defender in the conference for Week 1 with a 79.0 defensive 
grade after tallying a game-high-tying eight tackles in the 
season opener versus Louisville (Sept. 1).

• So. DL Eddie Kelly, a transfer from South Florida, turned 
in perhaps the best showing of his young career with nine 
tackles and 1.5 tackles for loss — the former a game-high 
and the latter a team-high — last Saturday at Clemson.

• Kelly's nine tackles against Clemson matched a season 
high (prev.: 9 vs. South Carolina State - Sept. 9), while his 
1.5 TFL were just a half-stop short of his season high (2.0 
vs. S.C. State).

• For the season, Kelly ranks third on the team in TFL (5.0) 
and is fourth on the squad in sacks (1.5).

• Three different Georgia Tech defensive linemen matched 
or set career highs for tackles at Wake Forest (Sept. 23) 
— Jr. Zeek Biggers (9 - prev.: 6 vs. Ole Miss – Sept. 17, 
2022), Kennard (8 - prev.: 8 vs. Louisville - Sept. 1) and Jr. 
Makius Scott (7 - prev.: 5 at Ole Miss - Sept. 16).

• R-Jr. DL D’Quan Douse turned in one of the best perfor-
mances of his career at Ole Miss (Sept. 16), setting a career 
high with eight tackles from his defensive tackle position 
(prev.: seven at Virginia Tech – Nov. 5, 2022).

• A fifth-year senior from Ruisbroek, Belgium, Sylvain 
Yondjoeun entered this season as one of the oldest players 
in college football at 25 years of age. 

• Born on June 21, 1998, Yondjouen is the fourth-oldest 
player in the ACC, the third-oldest defensive lineman in the 
nation (behind USC's Tyrone Taleni - 27 and Baylor's David 
Marshall - 25) and the 28th-oldest player in NCAA Division 
I FBS.

• A place where Georgia Tech has found a significant advan-
tage this season is in the punt game.

• The Yellow Jackets are averaging 13.38 yards per punt 
return this season, good for 19th nationally.

• Tech's national punt return ranking continues to rise after 
the Jackets finished last in the ACC and 121st nationally 
in punt returns in 2021. Last season, the Yellow Jackets 
ranked 39th nationally in punt return average (9.33 avg.). 

• When punting, the Jackets are limiting opponents to an 
average of 5.67 yards per return.

• Overall, the Jackets are averaging 39.8 net yards per 
punt, while their opponents are averaging 35.5 net yards 
per punt. With Tech and its opponents averaging 3.7 and 
3.4 punts per game, respectively, that equals an average 
advantage of plus-15.5 yards per contest for Georgia Tech 
in the punt game.

• Individually, r-Jr. Dominick Blaylock averages 12.7 
yards per punt return, which would rank third in the ACC and 
12th nationally, but he falls just shy of the NCAA requirement 
of 1.2 returns per game.

• Jr. Christian Leary ranks third in the ACC and 40th 
nationally in combined kick-return yards with 348 (all on 
kickoff returns - 21.8-yard average).

• Jr. P David Shanahan is averaging 42.7 yards per punt, 
with 12 of his 36 kicks (33.3%) being downed inside the 20 
yard line. 

• Shanahan boomed his best kick of the year against No. 17 
North Carolina (Oct. 28) with a season-long 61-yarder. Kick-
ing from Georgia Tech's own 35-yard line his 61-yard bomb 
was downed at Tar Heels' 4.

• The 61-yard punt against UNC was the fourth-longest of 
Shanahan's career, behind only a 71-yarder at Duke and a 
65-yarder versus Northern Illinois (in his first-ever American 
football game) in 2021 and a 65-yarder at Georgia in 2022.

• Georgia Tech did not punt in its 48-13 win over South 
Carolina State (Sept. 9), which marked the first time that the 
Yellow Jackets have not punted in a game since a 66-31 
win at Louisville on Oct. 5, 2018. 

• On kickoffs, Georgia Tech has also forced its opponents 
into undesirable field position thanks to Jr. PK Gavin Stew-
art, who has put 39 of his 51 kickoffs into the end zone for 
touchbacks this season (.765).

• Since becoming Georgia Tech's primary kickoff specialist 
in 2021, Stewart has forced touchbacks 97 of his 143 
kickoffs (.678). Of his other 46 kickoffs, nine have been 
fair-caught, meaning that just 37 of his 143 kickoffs (.259) 
have been returned.

• r-Fr. PK Aidan Birr made his collegiate debut in the 
second half of the Yellow Jackets' Sept. 9 game vs. South 
Carolina State and has remained as the Jackets' primary 
place kicker.

• Over the first nine games of his career, Birr is 10-for-11 
on field-goal attempts (his only miss coming on a block). He 
is also 28-for-29 on PAT attempts (his only miss coming on 
an errant snap). 
 
• Birr was a perfect 3-for-3 on field goal attempts in Georgia 
Tech's 30-16 win at Wake Forest (Sept. 30), connecting 
from 25, 27 and 48.

• Birr's 48-yard field goal in the second quarter against 
Wake Forest was the longest by a Yellow Jacket since Wes-
ley Wells' 48-yarder vs. Virginia on Nov. 17, 2018.

• Much like his 48-yarder at Wake Forest, Birr made a 
crucial 40-yard field goal as time expired in the first half 
against No. 17 North Carolina (Oct. 28) to pull Tech within 
four points at halftime (28-24) of its eventual 46-42 victory.

• Birr also took over kickoff duties for the first time in his 
career versus UNC, launching two for a touchback and a 
fair catch

• Georgia Tech has lived up to its reputation as one of the 
most effective kick-blocking units in the nation this season 
with four blocks in 10 games (a PAT block by Jaylon King 
vs. South Carolina State on Sept. 9, a field goal block by 
Zeek Biggers at Ole Miss on Sept. 16, a punt block by 
Abdul Janneh vs. North Carolina on Oct. 28 and a field 
goal block by Rodney Shelley at Clemson last Saturday).

• The Yellow Jackets are tied for No. 2 nationally and atop 
the ACC and with four blocked kicks this season. They 
are one of only five NCAA Division I FBS teams that have 
blocked as many as four kicks in 2023.

HALL OF FAME SALUTE TO PAUL JOHNSON

Georgia Tech’s National Football Foundation On-Campus 
Hall of Fame Salute to Paul Johnson was held in 
conjunction with the Yellow Jackets' home game versus 
North Carolina on Oct. 28.

The NFF Hall of Fame On-Campus Salute is one of the 
College Football Hall of Fame’s most time-honored tradi-
tions, dating back to the Hall of Fame’s inaugural class in 
1951. As part of the festivities, Johnson – who has been 
selected for induction to the College Football Hall of Fame 
in December – was honored during an in-game, on-field 
ceremony last Saturday at Bobby Dodd Stadium at Hyun-
dai Field. As part of the ceremony, he was presented with 
his Hall of Fame plaque.
	
In his first year of eligibility for enshrinement, Johnson 
will become Georgia Tech’s 20th College Football Hall of 
Fame inductee and its third in the last 10 years, joining 
quarterback Joe Hamilton (2014) and wide receiver Calvin 
Johnson (2018). He is the fourth Georgia Tech head 
coach to be enshrined (joining John Heisman, William 
Alexander and Bobby Dodd), but the first since Dodd in 
1993.
	
Utilizing his patented spread option offense, Johnson 
compiled a career record of 189-99 (.656) in 22 seasons 
as a head coach, including an 82-60 record in 11 
seasons at Georgia Tech (2008-18). His 82 wins are 
the fourth-most in Tech history, behind only Dodd (165), 
Alexander (134) and Heisman (102), while only Dodd won 
more games in his first 11 seasons on The Flats (91). 
Johnson’s .577 winning percentage with the Yellow Jack-
ets ranks fifth in program history, behind only Heisman 
(.764), Dodd (.713), George O’Leary (.612) and Alexander 
(.580). Under Johnson, the Yellow Jackets compiled two 
of the nine 10-win seasons and one of the five 11-win 
campaigns in Georgia Tech’s 130-year football history.
	
He led the Jackets to nine bowl appearances and three 
Atlantic Coast Conference Championship Games and 
was named ACC Coach of the Year three times (2008, 
2009 and 2014) during his 11 seasons at Tech. He was 
selected as National Coach of the Year by CBS Sportsline 
in 2008, marking the second time in his career that he 
received National Coach of the Year honors (Bobby Dodd 
National Coach of the Year – 2004, Navy).

Johnson’s 22-year career as a head coach also included 
ultra-successful stints at Georgia Southern (1997-2001) 
and the U.S. Naval Academy (2002-07). In five seasons 
at Georgia Southern, he led the Eagles to a gaudy 62-10 
overall record, two NCAA Division I-AA national champion-
ships (1999 and 2000) and five-straight Southern Confer-
ence titles. In six years at Navy, he led the Midshipmen 
to five eight-win seasons, five Commander-in-Chief’s 
trophies and five bowl appearances, turning around a 
program that had won just one game in the two seasons 
prior to his arrival (1-20).

When he stepped down at Georgia Tech at the end of 
the 2018 season, his 189 career victories ranked fourth 
among NCAA Division I FBS head coaches.
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• With at least two games still left to play, Georgia Tech has 
already matched its best win total in the last five seasons 
(Tech finished 5-7 last season).

• With three regular-season games left to play, Tech is guar-
anteed to finish .500 or better in ACC play for the second-
straight season and 25th time in the last 29 seasons.

• Georgia Tech is the fourth-most improved Power 5 team 
in the nation this season, according to ESPN's SP+ rating 
formula.

• As has become commonplace at Georgia Tech, the Yellow 
Jackets are once again navigating one of the nation's tough-
est schedules in 2023.

• Georgia Tech's 11 FBS opponents have a combined record 
of 69-41 this season. Tech's opponents' .627 winning 
percentage is tied for the ninth-highest in the nation and 
second-highest in the ACC.

• Facing a daunting schedule is nothing new for Georgia 
Tech, as its 2021 schedule was the nation's toughest and its 
2022 slate ranked sixth, based on opponents' final winning 
percentage.

• As is often the case, turnover margin has been a strong 
indicator of whether Georgia Tech wins or loses over the last 
three-plus seasons. In their 16 wins since the beginning 
of the 2020 campaign, the Yellow Jackets have won the 
turnover battle in 12-of-16 games and are plus-30 overall in 
turnover margin. On the flip side, Tech has lost the turnover 
battle in 18 of its 28 defeats since the beginning of 2020 
and is minus-29 overall in turnover margin in those 28 
losses. 

• This season, the Yellow Jackets are plus-10 in turnover 
margin in their five wins and minus-nine in their five defeats. 

• On Oct. 28, Georgia Tech and No. 17 North Carolina com-
bined for 1,212 yards of total offense in the Yellow Jackets' 
46-42 win over the Tar Heels. The teams’ 1,212 combined 
yards of total offense were the most ever combined yards of 
offense in a Georgia Tech game (prev.: 1,206 at Virginia – 
Oct. 23, 2021).

• On Sept. 9, Georgia Tech outgained S.C. State, 578-291, 
marking the first time that Tech outgained an opponent by 
200 yards since a 41-0 win over Alcorn State on Sept. 1, 
2018 (543-146).

• Georgia Tech and Ole Miss combined for zero turnovers 
in their game on Sept. 16, which marked the first time 
since the Yellow Jackets played Georgia Southern on Oct. 
15, 2016 that neither team commited a turnover in a Tech 
game.

• Georgia Tech is one of the ACC's least-penalized teams 
this season, ranking fifth third in the conference in fewest 
penalties per game (5.78) and fifth in fewest penalty yards 
per game (51.00).
• On Sept. 16 at Ole Miss, Georgia Tech did not commit a 
penalty for only the eighth time in school history and the first 
time since Sept. 3, 2015 vs. Alcorn State.

• After committing just five penalties through three games 
(which ranked No. 1 nationally), Georgia Tech was flagged 
for 14 penalties for 142 yards at Wake Forest, which was 
the third-most penalties and the most penalty yards in 
school history (prev.: 140 vs. Florida State - 2000). 

• Georgia Tech's win over South Carolina State on Sept. 9 
was the 750th win in program history.

• Tech was the 21st program in NCAA Division I FBS history 
to reach 750 all-time victories and the fourth from the ACC.

• Head coach Brent Key is the fifth Georgia Tech alumnus 
to ever serve as the Yellow Jackets' football head coach, 
joining William Alexander (1920-44), Bill Fulcher (1972-73), 
Pepper Rodgers (1974-79) and Bill Curry (1980-86).

• Of the 12 men that have served as Georgia Tech's head 
coach for more than one game since Bobby Dodd took 
the reins in 1945, Key is one of only four that won his first 
two games at the helm of the Jackets, joining Bud Carson 
(1967), Chan Gailey (2002) and Paul Johnson (2009).
