COMPLEX UNDERWAY

e The momentum continues for the renovation

of the home of the Orange - the John A. Lally
Athletics Complex. Construction has begun on

a new Football Operations Center and the "One
Team" Olympic Sports Center.

The Football Operations Center will provide
significant upgrades to the student-athlete
experience and help them meet their performance
goals. The facility will feature increased sports
medicine space and student-athlete recovery
rooms, a new and expanded team cafeteria and
nutrition space, as well as a new locker room,
position meeting rooms and coaches' offices,
among other amenities.

The "One Team" Olympic Sports Center will feature
an expanded sports medicine center, student-
athlete lounge and recovery space, and a cafeteria
and dining center.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

¢ Syracuse defeated Army to complete a perfect
record (4-0) outside league play for the first time
since joining The BIG EAST in 1991.

e Last season, Syracuse posted a 3-1 record in its

non-conference schedule, matching the previous

best mark under head coach Dino Babers. The

Orange also posted 3-1 non-conference records in

2018, 2019 and 2021.

'Cuse is 12-5in its 17 home non-league games

BABERS RISING IN THE RANKS

¢ Saturday's game will be head coach Dino Babers'
95th game coached at Syracuse, which rank as the
fourth-most games coached at SU (behind Ben
Schwartzwalder - 247, Paul Pasqualoni - 167, Dick
MacPherson - 116).

e Babers coached the 148th game of his career in
the win against Pittsburgh. In his 10-plus seasons
as a sideline leader at Eastern lllinois, Bowling
Green and Syracuse, Babers holds an overall record
of 78-70 (.527).

HOME SWEET HOME

e Under Dino Babers, Syracuse is 27-23 at home.
Home field success has been a staple at all three of
his coaching stops, with Babers' teams combining
to go 45-27 when defending their home field.

* The Orange were undefeated in the Loud House in
2018, going 6-0 in the building. The 2018 campaign
was SU's fourth perfect home season since 1980;
the three previous unbeaten campaigns (all 6-0)
were in 1987, 1988 and 2001.

YOUNG ORANGE

¢ Syracuse has one of the youngest rosters in the
nation. The Orange have seven players who will
complete their final year of eligibility in 2023.

¢ That ranks second nationally behind Old
Dominion's six.

e Colorado (12) is the only other Power 5 team with
less than 15.

o K Brady Denaburg is averaging 5.7 points per
game.

e He had a successful debut as Syracuse's place
kicker, making all eight extra-point attempts,
connecting on a 25-yard field goal, and recording
10 touchbacks on 11 kickoffs in the season opener.

e Denaburg's eight extra points against Colgate tied
for fifth on Syracuse's single-game record list.

STONEHOUSE ON RECORD PACE

¢ P Jack Stonehouse has become a weapon in his
first season with the Orange.

Dixon (2016) and Sterling Hofrichter (2020). The
other is Texas A&M.

e Hofrichter and P Nolan Cooney earned All-America
honors in back-to-back seasons in 2019 and 2020,
respectively.

e K Andre Szmyt concluded his career in 2022 as
Syracuse's all-time leader in points with 454. That
total ranks 13th in FBS history and fourth in ACC
history in scoring.

e Built between April 1979 and September 1980,
the JMA Wiress Dome was the fifth-largest
stadium of its kind in the U.S. at the time and
the first in the Northeast. The building covers 7.7
acres and has 527,320 square feet of floor space.
It is 570 feet long and 497 feet wide, and the

top of the Dome is 165 feet above the playing
surface.

In May 2018, the University Board of Trustees
authorized a $118 million investment for new
stadium improvements. Renovations began in
March of 2020 with the installation of a new
fixed roof. Additional upgrades include a center-
hung scoreboard, state-of-the-art sound and
lighting systems, improved accessibility and
added Wi-Fi capabilities. Air conditioning, new
accessible restrooms and new concessions space
were also added.

The new roof features over 3,000 tons of steel
fixed to the structure and the center-hung
scoreboard is the second-largest center-hung
indoor system in the United States.

Construction continues on the installation of
upgraded chairback seating and the introduction
of new premium offerings throughout the venue.
