Georgia Tech is the 21st
program in FBS history with 750 all-time victories, and the fourth from the ACC (joining Clemson, Virginia Tech and Pitt).

e drop it to 25-21 all-time in bowl games.
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Brent Key, a Georgia Tech alumnus and football letterwinner, was officially named the 21st head coach in Tech football history on Nov. 29, 2022.

In his first season as the permanent head coach at his alma mater, Key has led Georgia Tech to a 6-6 overall record, good for its best record and first bowl berth since 2018, and is one of
15 finalists for College Football News’ National Coach of the Year award. The Yellow Jackets finished 5-3 in Atlantic Coast Conference play and in a tie for fourth place in the 14-team confer-
ence standings after being picked to finish 12th in the league’s preseason poll.

The Jackets’ six wins in 2023 include two over nationally ranked opponents — 23-20 at No. 17 Miami (Fla.) and 46-42 vs. No. 17 North Carolina — which moved Tech to 4-0 against ranked
conference opponents with Key at the helm (the Jackets also defeated No. 24 Pitt and No. 13/11 UNC with Key as interim head coach in 2022).

The 2023 Yellow Jackets feature one of the nation’s most-improved offenses, as Tech ranks third nationally in year-over-year points scored (+14.0 ppg), fourth in year-over-year sacks al-
lowed (-2.0 pg) and fifth in year-over-year yards per game (+103.9). The Jackets lead the ACC and rank 16th nationally in rushing offense (197.1 ypg). Defensively, Tech’s 23 takeaways rank
10th nationally.

Including his eight-game stint as interim head coach in 2022, Georgia Tech has 10 wins in one-plus season under Key after totaling nine victories in the previous three seasons combined
(2019-21).

Key took the reins of the program after leading the Yellow Jackets to a 4-4 record over the final eight games of the 2022 season as interim head coach. The four wins included two
road victories over nationally ranked opponents —a 26-21 win at No. 24 Pitt in his first game at the helm on Oct. 1 and a 21-17 triumph at No. 11 North Carolina on Nov. 19. The Jackets
overcame a plethora of injuries — including to its top two quarterbacks — to finish 5-7 overall and 4-4 in Atlantic Coast Conference play after a 1-3 (0-1 ACC) start. The overall and conference
win totals were Tech’s highest since 2018, as was its fourth-place finish in the ACC Coastal Division standings (the Jackets defeated all three teams that finished ahead of them in the division
standings — North Carolina, Pitt and Duke).

A 2001 Georgia Tech graduate (management), Key is the fifth Tech alumnus to serve as the Yellow Jackets’ head coach, joining William Alexander (1912 graduate; head coach from 1920-
44), Bill Fulcher (1956; 1972-73), Pepper Rodgers (1955; 1974-79) and Bill Curry (1965; 1980-86). Key played offensive line for the Jackets from 1997-2000.

Prior to being named Georgia Tech’s interim head coach in 2022, Key was in his fourth season as the Yellow Jackets’ assistant head coach, run game coordinator and offensive line coach.
In his four seasons back at his alma mater (2019-22), Georgia Tech’s run game produced an all-American, three all-Atlantic Coast Conference honorees and finished in the top half of the ACC
in rushing offense twice. Key has also mentored a pair of all-ACC offensive linemen.

Despite battling a rash of injuries across the offensive front throughout the season, 2021 marked the second-straight season that Tech’s rushing offense ranked in the top half of the ACC
under Key’s watch, with tackle Devin Cochran earning honorable-mention all-ACC recognition before going on to sign with the National Football League’s Cincinnati Bengals.

In 2020, the Jackets ranked fourth in the ACC in fewest sacks allowed (2.3 per game) and fifth in the league in rushing (190.8 yards per game), all with a true freshman (Jordan Williams)
starting 9-of-10 games at right tackle.

Despite a multitude of injuries, the Jackets’ offensive line improved throughout the 2019 season, as it went through the monumental transition from an option-based scheme to a pro-style,
spread attack. During a one late-season three-game stretch, Tech faced teams that ranked first (Pitt), fourth (Miami) and eighth (Virginia) nationally in sacks. Tech’s offensive front allowed just
five total sacks in those three games, including none against eventual ACC Coastal Division champion Virginia. In all, the Jackets didn’t surrender a sack in two of its final four contests.

Key came back to his alma mater after three seasons as offensive line coach at Alabama (2016-18), where he helped lead the Crimson Tide to two Southeastern Conference champion-
ships, three College Football Playoff championship games and the 2017 national title.

In each of his three seasons at Alabama, Key’s offensive lines were finalists for the Joe Moore Award, which is presented annually to the nation’s top offensive front, and was the only group
in the nation to receive the honor all three seasons. He also coached four All-Americans (including two unanimous picks — tackle Cam Robinson in 2016 and tackle Jonah Williams in 2018)
and nine all-SEC selections (including seven first-teamers) during his time with the Tide. In addition to being unanimous All-Americans, Robinson won the 2016 Outland Trophy as the nation’s
best interior lineman and Williams was a finalist for the award in 18. They also won the Jacobs Blocking Trophy (SEC’s top offensive lineman) in ‘16 and ‘18, respectively.

Seven linemen that Key coached in his three seasons at Alabama went on to be selected in the National Football League Draft — Jedrick Wills (No. 10 overall, Cleveland Browns, 2020),
Williams (No. 11 overall, Cincinnati Bengals, 2019), Alex Leatherwood (No. 17 overall, Las Vegas Raiders, 2021), Robinson (No. 34 overall, Jacksonville Jaguars, 2017), Ross Pierschbacher
(fifth round, Washington Redskins, 2019), Bradley Bozeman (sixth round, Baltimore Ravens, 2018) and Deonte Brown (sixth round, Carolina Panthers, 2021).

Key was also lauded for his work on the recruiting trail at Alabama. He was tabbed as the nation’s No. 2 recruiter by 247Sports for his work in landing the Crimson Tide’s 2019 class and
the No. 1 recruiter in the nation for his efforts with the 2020 class.

Prior to his three-year stint at Alabama, Key spent 11 seasons at UCF (2005-15). He started at UCF as a graduate assistant and worked his way up to assistant head coach (2012-15) and
offensive coordinator (2014-15). He also coached tight ends for three seasons (2006-08), offensive line for six seasons (2009-14), running backs for one season (2015), was special teams
coordinator for one season (2008) and recruiting coordinator for six seasons (2007, 2010-14) with the Knights. In 2012, 2013 and 2014, Key was nominated for the Broyles Award, given to
the top assistant coach in college football.

During Key’s 11 seasons at UCF, the Knights won four conference championships (2007, 2010, 2013 and 2014), highlighted by a 12-1 campaign in 2013, which culminated with a 52-42
win over No. 6 Baylor. The Knights beat two top-10 teams in '13 (Baylor and No. 8 Louisville) and Key’s offensive front, which did not allow a sack against Penn State, Louisville, UConn or Bay-
lor, helped pave the way for UCF to average 441.5 yards and 34.6 points per game, both among the highest marks in program history. His offensive line also provided protection for American
Athletic Conference Offensive Player of the Year Blake Bortles.

18th and 19th games with the first two receptions of his
career — a 14-yard touchdown at Ole Miss (Sept. 16) and a
career-long 31-yard catch at Wake Forest (Sept. 23).

© Boyd hauled in his second touchdown of the season and
his career with a 19-yard TD catch versus Boston College
(Oct. 21).

e |n all, Boyd has at least one reception in six of the last 10
games after not hauling in a pass over the first 17 games of
his career.

e After hauling in 10 touchdown receptions over the past
three seasons at Duquesne (including nine in 2022), r-Jr.
Abdul Janneh caught a touchdown pass in two of his first
four games at Georgia Tech — a 33-yarder at Wake Forest
(Sept. 23) and a 16-yarder against Bowling Green (Sept. 30).
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TIGHT ENDS
 Georgia Tech's tight ends room is led by Sr. Dylan Leon-
ard, who is in his fifth season with the Yellow Jackets.

o Leonard, a former walk-on, has caught 40 passes for
360 yards over 40 games and 30 starts as a Yellow Jacket,
including 13 catches for 127 yards in 11 starts this season
(all tops among Georgia Tech TEs in 2023).

o While he has been praised by coaches throughout the
season for his play, particularly as a blocker, Leonard has
also gotten hot as a pass-catcher with receptions in eight of
the last 10 games.

e On Nov. 11 at Clemson, Leonard hauled in the first touch-
down reception of his 38-game collegiate career, a 4-yarder.

o L eonard was named one of 20 semifinalists for the 2023
Jason Witten Collegiate Man of the Year award, which recog-
nizes college football's best leader.

o r-Jr. Brett Seither, who saw action in 27 games at
Georgia over the past four seasons (2019-22), has caught
four touchdown passes in 12 games as a Yellow Jacket.

e Four of Seither's seven total receptions this season have
been touchdowns. His four TD receptions are tied for third in
the ACC and 21st nationally among tight ends.

e Seither had his best game as a Yellow Jacket against No.
17 North Carolina (Oct. 28), hauling in two receptions —
both touchdowns — for 40 yards.

e Seither's 35-yard touchdown catch on a fourth-and-two
play in the second quarter against UNC was the second-lon-
gest reception of the season by a Georgia Tech TE (behind
only Sr. Luke Benson's 38-yard reception at Wake Forest
on Sept. 23).

e Seither's 5-yard touchdown catch on third-and-goal with
4:28 to go in the game proved to be the game-winner in the
Yellow Jackets' 46-42 win over the 17th-ranked Tar Heels.

e |n his Georgia Tech debut versus Louisville (Sept. 1),
Seither caught a 2-yard touchdown pass. His touchdown
reception was the first by a Tech tight end since Dylan
Deveney caught an 18-yard touchdown pass against Pitt on
Dec. 10, 2020.

e Seither hauled in his second touchdown in as many recep-
tions as a Yellow Jacket with an 8-yard TD catch against
S.C. State (Sept. 9).

e Seither's only non-touchdown catches of the season
have on a 16-yard reception at No. 17 Ole Miss (Sept. 16),
a 7-yard catch at Virginia (Nov. 4) and a 28-yard reception
versus No. 1 Georgia (Nov. 25).

e Following the Ole Miss game, Seither went four games
without a reception before the two-touchdown day versus
UNC.

o Seither is the first Georgia Tech tight end with multiple
touchdowns in a season since Jonh Paul Foschi caught
two touchdown passes in 2003 and the first Tech TE with
multiple TD catches in a game since at least 2000.

 Sr. Luke Benson ranks second among Georgia Tech's
tight ends and is tied for eighth on the team overall with
eight receptions this season.

OFFENSIVE LINE
e Georgia Tech's offensive line surrendered just 15 sacks as
a unit during the regular season.

e The Yellow Jackets are second in the ACC and rank 19th
nationally in fewest sacks allowed (1.25/gm).

e Georgia Tech's offensive front is one of the most improved
units in NCAA Division | FBS this season, as the Yellow
Jackets are allowing two fewer sacks per game than they
surrendered in 2022.

e Georgia Tech surrendered one sack or less in 8-0f-12
games this season, including five times in the last seven
outings.

e The Yellow Jackets have held opponents without a sack
four times overall this season (Sept. 9 vs. S.C. State, Sept.
23 at Wake Forest and Oct. 21 vs. Boston College and Oct.
28 against No. 17 North Carolina) and six times in its last 23
games (including last season vs. Western Carolina on Sept.
10 and at No. 13 North Carolina on Nov. 19).

e Prior to holding six of its last 23 opponents without a sack,
the Jackets had surrended at least one sack in 19-straight
games, dating back to 2020.

© |n addition to not allowing a sack vs. No. 17 North Carolina
(Oct. 28), Georgia Tech's offensive front paved the way for
the Yellow Jackets to rush for 348 yards, its highest single-
game rushing total since they had 377 yards on the ground
against Duke on Nov. 28, 2020.

e A whopping 246 of Tech's 348 rushing yards against UNC
came in the fourth quarter. The 246 rushing yards in the final
period alone were more than the Yellow Jackets recorded in
five of their previous seven full games this season (they only
had more total rushing yards against South Carolina State
(268 - Sept. 9) and Boston College (248 - Oct. 21)).

e Georgia Tech's offensive front followed up the 348-yard
rushing performance against UNC by paving the way for the
Yellow Jackets to rush for 305 yards and five touchdowns at
Virginia (Nov. 4).

e Tech's back-to-back 300-yard rushing games at UNC and
UVA marked the first time that the Yellow Jackets had at
least 300 rushing yards in consecutive games since Oct. 25
and Nov. 3, 2018 at Virginia Tech (465) and North Carolina
(461).

e Tech's five touchdown runs at UVA marked only the
second time since the beginning of the 2019 season that
the Yellow Jackets scored five or more rushing touchdowns
in a game (prev. 5 vs. Western Carolina, 2022).
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e One of the most experienced overall positions on Georgia
Tech's roster, the offensive linemen on the Yellow Jackets'
2023 roster have combined for 237 collegiate games played
and 149 starts.

e Franklin also joined Fusile at the top of PFF's Week 1
grade sheet, earning the third-best run-blocking grade in the
ACC (77.9 - good for eighth nationally) for his performance
against Louisville.

 The Yellow Jackets forced a whopping 10 turnovers during
a three-game stretch earlier this season, thanks to five
takeaways apiece at Wake Forest (Sept. 23) and Miami (Fla.)
(Oct. 7).

e Tech's 10 takeaways in that three-game stretch marked
the second time in the past two seasons that it has forced
10 turnovers over a three-game span. The Jackets also
forced a total of 10 turnovers last season vs. Virginia (4 -
Oct. 20), at Florida State (2 - Oct. 29) and at Virginia Tech
(4 - Nov. 5).

e Prior to accomplishing the feat twice in the past two
seasons, Georgia Tech had not forced 10 turnovers in a
three-game stretch since 2014, when it totaled 11 take-
aways at Pitt (6 - Oct. 25), vs. Virginia (2 - Nov. 1) and at NC
State (3 - Nov. 8).

 The Yellow Jackets have forced 10 turnovers in three
games just eight times since 2000 (2023, 2022, 2014,
2009, 2008 - twice, 2005 and 2002).

e Georgia Tech's five takeaways against Wake Forest and
Miami mark only the eighth and ninth times since 2000 that
the Yellow Jackets have forced as many as five turnovers in
a single game.

e Prior to this season, Tech had not forced as many as five
turnovers in a game since it also forced five turnovers in a
56-33 win over Duke in 2020 (Nov. 28) and hadn't done it
in a road game since it forced six in a 56-28 win at Pitt in

2014 (Oct. 25).

 The Yellow Jackets have forced as many as five turnovers
in a game twice in one season for the first time since 1996
(5 vs. Virginia - Oct. 5, 1996 and 5 vs. UCF - Oct. 26, 1996).

e Georgia Tech is 5-1 this season when it forces multiple
turnovers in a game, with the lone loss coming in the
regular-season finale against No. 1 Georgia, when the Yellow
Jackets had two takeaways, but lost, 31-23.

e As one of the nation's leaders in takeaways (t-10th - 23),
Georgia Tech is picking up right where it left off last season,
when it finished tied for seventh nationally with 24 forced
turnovers.

e Becoming one of the nation's best teams in forcing
turnovers over the past season-and-a-half is particularly
noteworthy for Georgia Tech, which finished 102nd nation-
ally with just 13 takeaways in 12 games just three seasons
ago (2020).

e Since the beginning of the 2020 season, Georgia Tech has
forced an average of 3.0 turnovers per game in wins but has
averaged just 1.0 takeaways per game in losses.

e Tech has now finished among the top 25 nationally in
fumble recoveries four-straight seasons — No. 2 nationally
with 12 in 2020, tied for 16th with 10 in 2021, tied for
seventh with 13 in 2022, and tied for 12th in 2023.

e Georgia Tech's defense turned in perhaps its finest
performance of the season in limiting Syrcause to 259 yards
of total offense in thee Yellow Jackts' postseason-clinching
31-22 victory on Nov. 18.

e Syracuse’s 259 yards of offense were the fewest sur-
rendered by Georgia Tech this season (prev.: 291 vs. South
Carolina State, Sept. 9; prev. vs. NCAA Division | FBS op-
ponent: 351 vs. Virginia, Nov. 4).

e The 259 yards were the fewest allowed by Georgia Tech in
a game since Alcorn State managed just 146 yards against
the Yellow Jackets on Sept. 1, 2018, and were the fewest
that Tech has surrendered against an FBS opponent since it
limited Virginia Tech to 258 on Nov. 11, 2017.

e |n its first game under new defensive coordinator Kevin
Sherrer, Georgia Tech not only forced five turnovers, but
held No. 17 Miami to its second-lowest point total (20) of the
season in its 23-20 win over the Hurricanes on Oct. 7.

e Georgia Tech had eight sacks at Wake Forest (Sept. 23),
which is tied for the fifth-most in Tech history.

e The last freshman to lead the Yellow Jackets in tackles for
a season outright was Recardo Wimbush with 91 in 1999,

e |n only the fifth start of his career, Efford was named
the ACC Linebacker of the Week after racking up 11
tackles and making a pair of game-changing plays Tech's
postseason-clinching win over Syracuse (Nov. 18).

e Efford's 11 tackles included being teaming up with DL
Horace Lockett to stuff Syracuse on fourth-and-one
from the GT 32 yard line midway through the third quarter,
which gave Tech the ball back with its 24-10 lead intact.
Keeping Syracuse off the board on that series proved to be
instrumental when the Orange pulled within two points at
24-22 in the fourth quarter.

o After Tech extended its lead over Syracuse to 31-22,
Efford sealed the win and a postseason berth for the Yellow
Jackets with an interception with 2:18 to go in the ballgame.

o Efford recorded double-digit tackles twice in the final
four games of the regular season — 10 at Virginia (Nov. 4)
and 11 vs. Syracuse. He is the only Yellow Jacket to record
double-digit tackles in a game this season.

e 1-Sr. LB Paul Moala is tied for second in the ACC and
16th nationally with three forced fumbles (.25/game).

¢ Moala made perhaps Georgia Tech's biggest defensive
play of the season when he forced a fumble that was recov-
ered by the Yellow Jackets with 26 seconds to go at Miami
(Fla.) on Oct. 7. The takeaways set up Tech's game-winning
74-yard touchdown drive that lifted the Jackets to a 23-20
victory in one of college football's most memorable games
of the season.

e Moala tied a school record with two forced fumbles
against Syracuse (Nov. 18). He is only the 14th player in
Georgia Tech history to force two fumbles in a game and
the first since Jordan Domineck versus Kennesaw State on
Sept. 11, 2021.

e For the season, Moala ranks second on the team in tack-
les for loss (8.0), is tied for third on the team in sacks (2.0)
and is fifth on the squad in total tackles (59 - second-most
among GT's linebackers). He also leads the Yellow Jackets
in QB hurries (4) and has a pair of pass breakups and to go
along with the team-leading three forced fumbles.

e Despite coming off the bench for 11-of-12 games this
season, r-Sr. LB Braelen Oliver ranks fourth on the team
with 4.5 tackles for loss.

e Sr. LB Andre White, a transfer from Texas A&M, has
racked up 2.5 sacks — good for second on the team — in
limited playing time this season.

e White stuffed the stat sheet with four tackles, including
1.5 sacks, and a forced fumble at Wake Forest (Sept. 23).

o Atransfer from South Florida, Kelly turned in perhaps the
best showing of his young career with nine tackles and 1.5
tackles for loss — the former a game-high and the latter a
team-high — at Clemson (Nov. 11).

reer highs for tackles at Wake Forest (Sept. 23) — Jr. Zeek
Biggers (9 - prev.: 6 vs. Ole Miss — Sept. 17, 2022) and Jr.
Makius Scott (7 - prev.: 5 at Ole Miss - Sept. 16).

e R-Jr. DL D’Quan Douse turned in one of the best perfor-
mances of his career at Ole Miss (Sept. 16), setting a career
high with eight tackles from his defensive tackle position
(prev.: seven at Virginia Tech — Nov. 5, 2022).

o A fifth-year senior from Ruisbroek, Belgium, Sylvain
Yondjoeun entered this season as one of the oldest players
in college football at 25 years of age.

e Birr's .875 field-goal percentage is the fourth-best in the
nation by a freshman.

e Birr is also tied for fifth nationally among freshmen in field
goals made per game (1.27).

 Birr's .875 field-goal percentage is also currently the
fifth-highest in Georgia Tech single-season history (min. 10
attempts).

e |n addition to being 14-for-16 on field-goal attempts (his
only miss coming on a block), Birr is also 34-for-35 on PAT
attempts this season (his only miss coming on an errant
snap).

 Birr made his collegiate debut in the second half of the
Yellow Jackets' second game of the season (South Carolina
State - Sept. 9) and has remained as the Jackets' primary
place kicker since.

 Birr was a perfect 3-for-3 on field goal attempts in Georgia
Tech's 30-16 win at Wake Forest (Sept. 30), connecting
from 25, 27 and 48.

e Birr's 48-yard field goal in the second quarter against
Wake Forest was the longest by a Yellow Jacket since Wes-
ley Wells' 48-yarder vs. Virginia on Nov. 17, 2018.

e Much like his 48-yarder at Wake Forest, Birr made a
crucial 40-yard field goal as time expired in the first half
against No. 17 North Carolina (Oct. 28) to pull Tech within
four points at halftime (28-24) of its eventual 46-42 victory.

 The Yellow Jackets are averaging 11.89 yards per punt
return this season, good for 23rd nationally.

e Tech's national punt return ranking continues to rise after
the Jackets finished last in the ACC and 121st nationally

in punt returns in 2021. Last season, the Yellow Jackets
ranked 39th nationally in punt return average (9.33 avg.).

e |ndividually, r-Jr. Dominick Blaylock averages 11.1
yards per punt return, which would rank third in the ACC and
15th nationally, but with just eight returns this season, he
falls shy of the NCAA requirement of 1.2 returns per game
to qualify for statistical rankings.

o Jr. Christian Leary ranks fifth in the ACC and 38th
nationally with a 21.6-yard kickoff return average.

o Jr. P David Shanahan is averaging 42.4 yards per punt,
with 13 of his 42 kicks (31%) being downed inside the 20
yard line.

e Shanahan boomed his best kick of the year against No. 17
North Carolina (Oct. 28) with a season-long 61-yarder. Kick-
ing from Georgia Tech's own 35-yard line his 61-yard bomb
was downed at Tar Heels' 4.

e The 61-yard punt against UNC was the fourth-longest of
Shanahan's career, behind only a 71-yarder at Duke and a
65-yarder versus Northern lllinois (in his first-ever American
football game) in 2021 and a 65-yarder at Georgia in 2022.

 Georgia Tech did not punt in its 48-13 win over South
Carolina State (Sept. 9), which marked the first time that the
Yellow Jackets have not punted in a game since a 66-31
win at Louisville on Oct. 5, 2018.

 On kickoffs, Georgia Tech has often forced its opponents
into undesirable field position thanks to Jr. PK Gavin Stew-
art, who has put 40 of his 62 kickoffs into the end zone for
touchbacks this season (.645).

e Since becoming Georgia Tech's primary kickoff specialist
in 2021, Stewart has forced touchbacks 98 of his 154
kickoffs (.636). Of his other 56 kickoffs, 10 have been fair-
caught, meaning that just 46 of his 154 kickoffs (.299) have
been returned.

e Georgia Tech has lived up to its reputation as one of the
most effective kick-blocking units in the nation this season
with four blocks in 11 games (a PAT block by Jaylon King
vs. South Carolina State on Sept. 9, a field goal block by
Zeek Biggers at Ole Miss on Sept. 16, a punt block by
Abdul Janneh vs. North Carolina on Oct. 28 and a field
goal block by Rodney Shelley at Clemson on Nov. 11).

 The Yellow Jackets are tied for No. 2 nationally and atop
the ACC and with four blocked kicks this season. They are
one of only six NCAA Division | FBS teams that have blocked
as many as four kicks in 2023.

e As has become commonplace at Georgia Tech, the Yellow
Jackets are once again navigating one of the nation's tough-
est schedules in 2023.

e Georgia Tech's 11 FBS opponents have a combined record
of 80-53 this season. Tech's opponents' .602 winning
percentage is tied for the 20th-highest in the nation and
third-highest in the ACC.

e Facing a daunting schedule is nothing new for Georgia
Tech, as its 2021 schedule was the nation's toughest and its
2022 slate ranked sixth, based on opponents' final winning
percentage.

e As is often the case, turnover margin has been a strong
indicator of whether Georgia Tech wins or loses over the last
three-plus seasons. In their 17 wins since the beginning

of the 2020 campaign, the Yellow Jackets have won the
turnover battle in 12-of-17 games and are plus-30 overall in
turnover margin. On the flip side, Tech has lost the turnover
battle in 18 of its 30 defeats since the beginning of 2020
and is minus-27 overall in turnover margin in those 30
losses.

e This season, the Yellow Jackets are plus-10 in turnover
margin in their six wins and minus-seven in their six defeats.

e On Oct. 28, Georgia Tech and No. 17 North Carolina com-
bined for 1,212 yards of total offense in the Yellow Jackets'
46-42 win over the Tar Heels. The teams’ 1,212 combined
yards of total offense were the most ever combined yards of
offense in a Georgia Tech game (prev.: 1,206 at Virginia —
Oct. 23, 2021).

e On Sept. 9, Georgia Tech outgained S.C. State, 578-291,
marking the first time that Tech outgained an opponent by
200 yards since a 41-0 win over Alcorn State on Sept. 1,
2018 (543-146).
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 Georgia Tech and Ole Miss combined for zero turnovers
in their game on Sept. 16, which marked the first time
since the Yellow Jackets played Georgia Southern on Oct.
15, 2016 that neither team commited a turnover in a Tech
game.

 Georgia Tech is one of the ACC's least-penalized teams
this season, ranking third in the conference in fewest penal-
ties per game (5.17) and fourth in fewest penalty yards per
game (45.58).

e On Sept. 16 at Ole Miss, Georgia Tech did not commit a
penalty for only the eighth time in school history and the first
time since Sept. 3, 2015 vs. Alcorn State.

JOHNSON INDUCTED TO
COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

Legendary Georgia Tech head coach Paul Johnson was
officially inducted to the College Football Hall of Fame
during the National Football Foundation’s 65th-annual
Awards Dinner on Tuesday night in Las Vegas.

More than 1,600 people were in attendance for Tuesday’s
NFF Awards Dinner at the ARIA Resort, and the event

was also streamed live on ESPN+. Johnson was among
the three members of the 2023 College Football Hall of
Fame induction class asked to deliver remarks during the
ceremony, joining Derrick Johnson (Texas LB) and Tim
Tebow (Florida QB).

Elected in his first year of eligibility for enshrinement,
Johnson is Georgia Tech’s 20th College Football Hall of
Fame inductee and its third in the last 10 years, joining
quarterback Joe Hamilton (2014) and wide receiver Calvin
Johnson (2018). He is the fourth Georgia Tech head
coach to be enshrined (joining John Heisman, William
Alexander and Bobby Dodd), but the first since Dodd in
1993.

Utilizing his patented spread option offense, Johnson
compiled a career record of 189-99 (.656) in 22 seasons
as a head coach, including an 82-60 record in 11
seasons at Georgia Tech (2008-18). His 82 wins are

the fourth-most in Tech history, behind only Dodd (165),
Alexander (134) and Heisman (102), while only Dodd won
more games in his first 11 seasons on The Flats (91).
Johnson’s .577 winning percentage with the Yellow Jack-
ets ranks fifth in program history, behind only Heisman
(.764), Dodd (.713), George O’Leary (.612) and Alexander
(.580). Under Johnson, the Yellow Jackets compiled two
of the nine 10-win seasons and one of the five 11-win
campaigns in Georgia Tech’s 130-year football history.

He led the Jackets to nine bowl appearances and three
Atlantic Coast Conference Championship Games and
was named ACC Coach of the Year three times (2008,
2009 and 2014) during his 11 seasons at Tech. He was
selected as National Coach of the Year by CBS Sportsline
in 2008, marking the second time in his career that he
received National Coach of the Year honors (Bobby Dodd
National Coach of the Year — 2004, Navy).

Johnson’s 22-year career as a head coach also included
ultra-successful stints at Georgia Southern (1997-2001)
and the U.S. Naval Academy (2002-07). In five seasons
at Georgia Southern, he led the Eagles to a gaudy 62-10
overall record, two NCAA Division I-AA national champion-
ships (1999 and 2000) and five-straight Southern Confer-
ence titles. In six years at Navy, he led the Midshipmen

to five eight-win seasons, five Commander-in-Chief’s
trophies and five bow! appearances, turning around a
program that had won just one game in the two seasons
prior to his arrival (1-20).

When he stepped down at Georgia Tech at the end of
the 2018 season, his 189 career victories ranked fourth
among NCAA Division | FBS head coaches.

The College Football Hall of Fame is located in downtown
Atlanta, less than a mile from Georgia Tech’s midtown
campus.
