A recent survey in the NC-1 general election shows Congressman Don Davis leading Republican Laurie
Buckhout by 11 points, 50 to 39 percent with 6 percent for the Libertarian candidate. In a two-way race,
his vote share increases to 51 percent with 43 percent to Buckhout.

Davis’s name identification increased to 69 percent with 37 percent favorable and 21 percent unfavorable
favorability ratings. Buckhout now competes on name identification (63 percent) but she is still
underwater with 27 percent favorable to 31 percent unfavorable.
