El poder en litigi entre I'Església i I'Imperi fou una de les giiestions més
debatudes per la filosofia politica medieval i la que més influencia tingué en
els segles posteriors. Lopuscle inedit de Guiu Terrena, Refutacid dels errors de
certs mestres (1327), és, sens dubte, un testimoni destacat d’aquest conflicte.

Arran d’una consulta del Papa Joan xx11, Guiu Terrena presenta una argumentacié
rigorosa a favor de la potestat papal, en contra de les pretensions imperials
defensades per Marsili de Padua en el Defensor pacis. En elaborar els principis
doctrinals sobre els quals es fonamentava la critica curialista al Defensor pacis,
Guiu Terrena en prepard la condemna papal. Amb una gran versatilitat
intel-lectual, desembulld les qiiestions historiques, logiques, juridiques i
exegetiques latents en el conflicte. Lopuscle és una pega clau per a entendre el
context historic de la confrontacié de poders a ’edat mitjana.

The struggle for power between Church and Empire was one of the most hotly
debated topics of medieval political philosophy and had a considerable influence
on later centuries. Guido’s hitherto unedited text, the Refutation of the errors of
certain masters (1327), is an outstanding testimony of this conflict.

Consulted by Pope John xX1I, Guido Terrena developed a rigorous argument in
favour of papal authority against the imperial pretensions set out by Marsilius of
Padua in his Defensor pacis. Fleshing out the doctrinal principles that guided the
curialist criticism of the Defensor pacis, Guido prepared its condemnation by the
Pope. With great intellectual versatility, he identifies the historical, logical, legal
and exegetical implications of the conflict. His dense work is a key to

understanding the historical context of the confrontation of powers during the
Middle Ages.
