QUALITY OF LEARNING
Expected years of school learning

STUNTED/ANEMIC CHILDREN LEARN LESS

and are more likely to drop out of school;
lodine deficient kids lose up to 13 IQ points

HEALTH

Stunting rate: Fraction of kids under 5
more than 2 reference standard deviations
below median height for age

STUNTING
is a key marker of undernutrition

RISING OBESITY RATES
contribute to NCDs and lowers ASRs
