Trees were tarn up, the electric cur-
rent was cut  off, outbulldings
were unroofed, and roadways damaged
by storm waters at Toowoomba, where
five inches of raln was registered,

As most of the wheat had been hare
vested, the losses will not be severe
in the wheat nress, but maize crops
were flattened on the Downs.

The public hall, two houses, and
various outbuildings were unroofed
when the gale struck Wyretma on
the Downs. Houses rocked, electric
light and telephone wires were broken,
and trees and crops levelled to the
ground.

line, and in various localities the road
traffic will be disorganised for days.
