Victims Prominent In Army
ami Civil Life

Washington—In the worst accident
In the history of aviation in the
United States seven men, five of-
ficers and two prominent civilians,
were killed when a big Curtiss
Eagle ambulance airplane, caught
In a violent electrical storm crashed
to earth near Morgantown, Md., forty
miles south of Washington. Not a
single occupant of the plane survived.

Those who lost their lives in the
aocident were:

Lieutenant-Colonel Archie Miller, air
service, general staff college, Wash-
ington, D. C, one of the most promi-
nent men in the aviation branch of
the army, and who had charge of all
the American plans for the handling
at Mineola, Long Island, of the Brit-
ish dirigible R-34 which visited the
United States in July, 1919,

ber of Congress from lowa, who 'waa
a Major in the air service during the
war, but who at the time of his death
was the sales manager of the Curtiss
Airplane Company.

G. Batchelder, organizer and
chairman of the executive board of
the American Automobile Association,
and who was formerly editor of Motor.

BIG PACKING PLANT CHANGE

GOVERNOR SIGNS
BILLS FORVETERANS

Measures Assure Rehabilita-
tion to Ex-Service Men

Sacramento—Five major measures
for California’s veterans passed by the
State Legislature were signed by Gov-
ernor William D. Stephens on Memor-
ial Day.

The five measures are:

The Arbuckle bill, creating the Vet-
erans’ Welfare Board and appropriat-
inq_ $1,000,000 for operating..

he W. O. Hart bill, creating farm
and home aid for veterans and appro-
priating $2,000,000 for operating.

The Inman bill, putting a $10,000,-
000 bond issue up to the vote of the

eople at the next general election.
his amount will be used as a revolv-
inp fund by the Veterans’ Welfare
Board to carry on its programme for
farm and home aid for ex-service men.

Vocational educational bill, appro-
prlatm% $500,000.

The bill permitting counties to con-
struct meeting places for veteran,or-
ganizations.

The Veterans’ Welfare Board will
operate in the same manner as the
State land settlement colony at Dur-
ham. It provides farm allotments not
to exceed:

$15,000 for unimproved land.

$5000 for unimproved land.

$5000 for dwellings and outbuild-

ings.
%3000 for farm implements.
The $15,000 loan is payable in forty

years; the $5000 in twenty years and
the $3000 In five years. The money is
loaned at 5 per cent interest.

The Veterans’ Welfare Board has
the power to waive payments. Special
preference will be given to disabled
ex-service men. The veteran does not
need mony for the initial payment
under the Inman bill, according to
American Legion men.

A “veteran” as defined under the
act is a soldier, sailor or marine who
enlisted from California, and who was
a bona fide oitlzen of this State pre-
vious to his enlistment.

Under the Hart bill a veteran may
borrow $7500 for the purchase of a
farm; $5000 for a home or home site.
Under this act the veteran must make
an initial payment of 10 per cent on
the purchase price of a farm and 5
ﬂer cent on the purchase price of a
ome or home site. He may select
any property anywhere in the State.

The Arbuckle vocational education
bill gives a veteran two years’ edu-
cation in any school in the State, the
total amount for each man not to
exceed $1000 for the two years.

Armistice Day,
1865 and 1918

Grandfathers, fathers, uncles and
great uncles of the A. E. F. remind
those youngsters that there Is an-
other date beside November 11 that
Is bright on the calendars of war. It’s
Sunday, April 9, 1865, the anniversary
of the surrender of Gen. Robert E. Lee,
commander of the Confederate Armies.

What was that “armistice day,” or
rather that unconditional surrender
day, flfty-sfx years ago like? What
happened there at Appomattox Court
House, Va., when the Gray gave In to
the Blue? The khaki would like to
know. Let John M. Surface, one time
elghteen-year-old private In the Sev-
enth Indiana volunteer Infantry, and
entitled to a wound chevron for a
bullet hole through the right shoul-
der, received In the Battle of the Wil-
derness, tell about It.

“It was Sunday, April 9, 1865, and
a fine day," Mr. Surface said. “Just
one week before we’d captured Rich-
mond, the capital of the Confederacy.
From there, we'd fought a rearguard
action with the retreating Confeder-
ates 70 miles west to Appomattox Court
House. We were in a sparsely settled,
rolling country, tobacco plant and not
much else sprouting In Its red-black
soil. We camped near the little town
and stacked arms. It wns an out-of-
the-way place, but great things hap-
pen at little places.”

“Sure, Senlls was that kind of a
joint,” agreed the youngster from the
A E. F

“We were encamped along an old
washed out road, all of the regiment
that hadn’t been left at the Wilder-
ness and other places,” the older vet-
eran continued. “Across a ravine
through the timber, we could see the
old McLean house. We had seen gen-
erals and their s'tffs entering It and
coming out nil day and we believed
we’d seen flags of truce.”

“Bet the camp was chuck full of
rumors,” the A E. F. ventured.

“It was,” admitted the former priv-
ate of the Seventh Indiana. “But
finally we saw a group of horsemen
trotting up. | recognized the old for-
age cap and the hook nose of Gen.
George Meade, commander of the
Army of the Potomac. We hollered

‘Hey, general, have they surren-
dered 7"
“What! All you buck privates hol-

lered, ‘Hey, general?”
“Certainly, we were old campaign-
ers together,” replied the old-ttme

Yank. “The general hollered back,
The whole army of Northern Virginia
has surrendered. You get to go home,
boys I

“Then we atarted to celebrate. There

,» lwere from sixty thousand to one hun-

dred thousand Union soldiers around
about. Every flag in the army was
unsheathed. We wrapped our officers
in the colors, put them on stumps and
made them make speeches. All the
din and noise was terrific.”

“We were quiet after 11 o'clock,”
offered the A. E. F., “but some of us
got Into Parts later.”

“But most all were wild to go home,”
the old Yank said, while the young
one nodded vigorously and sympa-
thetically, “That was April. After
the grand review in Washington 1
was discharged In July.”

“Some speed,” commented the A.
E. F., enviously. “Say, that’s the way
to end a war."—Kansas City Star.

LEGION MEN HIT BY RULING

National Judge Advocate Decides Or.
ganizatlon Officer Ineligible if
Holding Public Office.

A decision of far-reaching Impor-
tance as affecting the participation in
politics of men holding office in the
American Legion has Just been hand-
ed down by Robert A Adams, na-
tional judge advocate of the Legion, In
response to an inquiry from the Inter-
Post Council of Los Angeles, Cal.

At Its annual election held in De-
cember a Los Angeles post elected
Channing Follette as commander for
1921. A short time afterwards Fol-
lette was appointed Justice of the
peace by the board of supervisors of
Los Angeles county.

The ?uestion arose whether, In view
of the fact that Follette had been ap-
pointed to an office which, In Its na-
ture, except in the matter of filling
vacancies, Is an elective, salaried pub-
lic office, he was eligible to serve as
an officer of the Legion,

In his official ruling, the national
Judge advocate says:

“This being a salaried, elective pub-
lic office, It Is my opinion that the
method of filling a vacancy is not es-
sential In determining the eligibility
of a Legionalre holding such office.
The office Is elective, although the case
with which we deal Is that of an ap-
pointment.

“The purpose of the constitutional
provision Is, of course, to prevent, so
far as possible, the use by a member
of the Legion of his Legion member-
ship in furthering a political eareer.
Consequently, the effect of an ap-
pointment Is In no wise dissimilar
from an election, and It Is my opinion
that the incumbent Is, by the accept-
ance of his office, rendered Ineligible
for the office of the American Legion.”

It Is believed that many Legion
members, appointed to political offices
will be affected by this ruling.
