As detailed in annex 1 The UTB wood processing unit located in the
village of Yanonge in the Yalikandja-Yanonge sector aims to represent a
model for the legal production and processing of wood from artisanal
exploitation. The sawmill buys the wood from local communities who
manage the surrounding forests, often through local artisanal loggers
who work in the area. Only timber supplied by legal loggers can access
the sawmill. In this first phase, thanks to the support of the FORETS
project, the sawmill is being prepared to enter the wood market with a
product that must be distinguished from standard wood of artisanal
origin. Indeed, in the marketing strategy currently being defined, the UTB
proposes a wood called regenerative because it has three specific
characteristics: - Quality wood: measurements, quality and wood species
exactly match customer's request; - Wood that generates positive EUR
environmental impacts: for every cubic meter of wood sold, one tree will
be planted. Logging is carried out in accordance with national legal
standards. - Wood that generates positive social impacts: wood must be
harvested in a way that respects human rights and local communities in
general. On this note, it is important to set up a procedure to guarantee
the UTB's commitment to legality. The system chosen is that of due
diligence, which is not mandatory for the market in Africa unlike the
European Union Timber Regulation (EUTR), but its gradual adoption can
help the artisanal sector to get out of illegality. In order to set up this due
diligence system, the FORETS project proposes to continue the
collaboration with the spin-off ETIFOR, which has the necessary expertise
for the development of this legality system.
