The seizures and forfeitures arise from violations of al l 

offenses, including but not l imited to N.J.S.A. 2C:35-1 et sec .and N.J.S.A. 2C:36-1 et 

seq. Thy information is for the period January 1, 2021 through June 30, 2021. The 

report also contains additional information respecting participation by the State in federal 

seizures and the request or receipt of ~ share of forfeited property by the State from 

federal agencies. 

Property or money listed as "seized" means that the property or money is the 

subject of litigation and awaits final disposition. Property or money listed as "forfeited" 

means that final disposition has occurred and the State's title to the property has been 

confirmed. 

The forfeiture process is sometimes lengthy, and the actual forfeiture of the 

property or money may not take place in the same fiscal year that the property was seized. 

Thy property and money listed as "seized" occurred betwe~;n January 1, 2021 and June 

30, 2021. However, title to property and money list~c~ as "forfeited" was confirmed 

between January 1, 2021 and June 30, 2n21 but could have been seized during this or 

an earlier time period. 

In addifiion, this report contains an accounting of proceeds reported expended by 

County Prosecutors' Offices as contained in the Counfiy Forfeiture Program Reports.
